



TECHNICAL REVIEW AND EVALUATION OF APPLICATION FOR SIGNIFICANT REVISION #49347 TO 

OPERATING AIR QUALITY PERMIT #42474
I.
Introduction

This Significant Revision #49347 to Air Quality Operating Permit #42474 incorporates new NESHAP requirements for the operation of four gasoline dispensing facilities (GDFs) at the Morenci Mine.  The Morenci mine is located on US Highway 191 in Morenci, Greenlee County, Arizona.  The 40 CFR 63, Subpart CCCCCC (National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Source Category: Gasoline Dispensing Facilities) was promulgated on January 10, 2008, for existing sources.  The effective date of compliance is January 10, 2011.

II. Process Description
This significant revision is for the addition of new applicable rules for the operation of gasoline dispensing facilities at Morenci Mine.  The four GDFs fuel a variety of fire protection, maintenance, fleet and pool vehicles, as well as small non-road equipment at the Morenci facility.
III.
Emissions

There are no changes to emissions.  The four GDFs have been in operation prior to the effective date of new regulations.  The potential emissions from the GDFs are 18.2 tons per year of volatile organic compounds (VOCs), 0.14 tons per year of 2,2,4-trimethylpentane, 0.19 tons per year of benzene, 0.06 tons per year of ethylbenzene, 0.29 tons per year of hexane, 0.24 tons per year of toluene, and 0.09 tons per year of xylene.

Compliance History
Inspections are being regularly conducted at FMMI to ensure compliance with permit conditions.  FMMI has not been issued any Notice of Violation (NOV) since the issuances of the Title V permit #42474.
V.
Applicable Requirements
The Permittee has identified the applicable regulations that apply to the gasoline dispensing facilities.  Table 1 below summarizes the findings of the Department with respect to the regulations that apply to this equipment.

Previous Permits and Conditions
All previous permit conditions have been retained.  Condition VIII, Tank Farm Gasoline Tanks has been modified to include the NESHAP requirements for the Gasoline Dispensing Facility.

Periodic Monitoring
The Permittee must maintain separate records of the amount of gasoline throughput for each of the GDF on daily basis.  Monthly totals of gasoline throughput for each of the GDF must be recorded and maintained.
