Background: 

 

This application 549376 was submitted for Title V permit revision (No. 2) on 04/04/2013. In addition,  

Riverside County Waste Management Department submitted one (1) application (547154) for Rule 1150 

excavation plan.  

 

The initial Title V permit for this facility was issued on August 29, 2008. Revision 01 to the Title V 

permit was issued on Jan 01, 2010. Revision 02 to the Title V permit was issued on July 21, 2011.  

 

Evaluation: 

 

The purpose of the excavation is to relocate approximately 55,500 cubic yards of refuse as part of the 

upcoming liner expansion project at the landfill.  Excavated refuse will be removed from within the liner 

expansion project limits and relocated to the active dumping area of the landfill.   

 

The proposed revision is considered a De-Minimis significant revision since the emissions from the 

excavation shall not exceed the emissions limits specified in listed under Rule 3000 (b)(6) Table 1 based 

on our experience with similar projects.  Public notice is not required; however, it is subject to EPA 45-

day review and comment period.
