A/N 553531 was submitted for the Title V/RECLAIM permit revision resulting from the changes requested under A/N 553533.
A/N 553533 was submitted to change the material processed designation from “cement” to “cement and/or flyash”.  The emissions from processing flyash are considered to be the same as the emissions from processing cement.  Therefore, this is considered to be a change of condition without any recalculation of NSR emissions.  For Title V purposes, this is considered to be a Minor Permit Revision, as it does not fall under the definition of Administrative permit revision as defined in Reg. XXX.
A/N 554666 was submitted for the Title V permit renewal required every 5-years.

PROCESS DESCRIPTION

The facility is in the business of producing gray Portland cement.  The subject applications are for a change in the material processed through part of the facility, and the Title V renewal.

RULES COMPLIANCE
Rule 212:

(c)(1) – This section requires a public notice for all new and modified permit units that emit air contaminants located within 1,000 feet from the outer boundary of a school.

No public notice is required since the nearest school from this equipment is over 3,000 feet from the outer boundary of a school.  Therefore no public notice is required.
(c)(2) – This section requires a public notice for all new or modified facilities that have on-site emission increases exceeding any of the daily maximums as specified by Rule 212(g).
The proposed project will not result in any emission increase exceeding Rule 212(g) limits.  Therefore, a Rule 212(c)(2) notice will not be required for this project.

(c)(3) – This section requires a public notice for all new or modified permit unit with increases in emissions of Rule 1401 resulting in MICR greater than 1E-6 per permit unit or greater than 10E-6 per facility.
The proposed project will not result in any emission increase of toxic emissions associated with the operation.  
Therefore Public Notice is not required under this section of the rule.
(g) – Project emissions are much less than threshold limits.

Therefore, no public notice is required.
Rule 401 - No visible emission is expected with proper operation of the equipment.
Rule 402 - No nuisance is expected with proper operation of the equipment.
Rule 403 – No excessive fugitive dust is expected with proper operation of the equipment.
Rule 404 – Continued compliance is expected based on no change in emissions.

Reg. XIII – Current BACT is the use of baghouses.  Baghouses are used at the appropriate equipment and material transfer points.  No additional BACT requirements from the previous permit analysis.  Therefore, current BACT is met.

Offsets: There is no emission increase proposed.  Therefore, no offsets are required.
Modeling: Rule 1303, Table A-1 provides allowable emission thresholds before modeling is required.  Since there is no increase in emissions proposed, modeling is not required.
Reg. XIV – Compliance as no change in toxic emissions is proposed.
Reg. XX – No changes in NOx and/or SOx emissions are proposed.
Reg. XXX – This modification to the Title V permit is considered a minor permit revision.  The appropriate monitoring conditions will be included in the permit.
