I. INTRODUCTION


This Class I Minor Permit Revision to Operating Permit No. 1000042 is being issued to ASARCO LLC, the Permittee, for replacement of converter silica conveying system at Hayden Smelter.

Attainment Classification
The area is currently designated as a non-attainment area for particulate matter less than 10 microns (PM10) and sulfur dioxide (SO2).

C.
Learning Sites Evaluation

In accordance with ADEQ’s “Environmental Permits and Approvals Near Learning Sites” Policy, the Department is required to evaluate if any nearby learning sites would be adversely impacted by the facility.  Learning sites consist of all existing public schools, charter schools and private schools at the K-12 level, and all planned sites for schools approved by the Arizona School Facilities Board.  The learning sites policy was established to ensure that the protection of children at learning sites is considered before a permit approval is issued by ADEQ.  

The Department has identified 4 learning sites within two miles of the facility:
1. Winkelman Primary School

2. Leonor Hambly Middle School
3. Hayden High School
4. Winkelman Intermediate School
A dispersion modeling analysis was not performed for this minor permit revision. Since the increase in emission is not significant, it is anticipated that the project will not cause any adverse health impacts.

II.
DESCRIPTION

Through this permit revision, the facility intends to replace the existing converter silica conveyor system with a new system.  

The existing silica conveying system comprises a day hopper, portable bins and conveying belts with vibrating feeders on each converter.  The portable bins are placed beneath the day hopper.  Silica is transferred to day hopper by front end loader and transferred to portable bins through long chutes. The portable bins are then transported by overhead crane to the converter area.  

The proposed revision will have a redesigned system of conveyers for transporting silica to converters. The silica will be transported by conveyor system to 75-ton bins.  Weighing belt feeders at the weigh bins will meter the exact amount and transfer to the conveyer system for feeding converters as needed.  All conveyers will have skirting and covers at the transfer points to minimize particulate matter emissions.

EMISSIONS
The increase in emissions due to this revision will be as following;

Particulate matter (PM):

0.80 tons/year

Particulate matter less than 10 microns:
0.34 tons/year
