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Hawthorne Army Depot (HWAD) submitted an application for a revision of their existing Class I Air Quality Operating Permit to Construct (OPTC) AP9711-2757 to the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection – Bureau of Air Pollution Control (NBAPC). HWAD is located in Mineral County, Nevada, approximately 1 mile north of Hawthorne, Nevada, U.S. Hwy 95 North.  HWAD currently operates under a Title V Operating Permit (Main Base, AP9711-0863.02), an Operating Permit to Construct for BEDS (AP9711-1489), an Operating Permit to Construct for RF-9 (AP9711-1445, which has been added to the Title V air permit), an Operating Permit to Construct for COMP A5 (AP9711-2757), and a Class II Air Quality Operating Permit for New Bomb (AP9711-1134.02).

HWAD proposes to revise their existing Class I Air Quality Operating Permit to Construct (OPTC) AP9711-2757 by modifying System 1 and System 2; removing System 3 and System 4; increasing the grenade process rate for the primary and secondary collection systems for System 1 and System 2 from 720 grenades per hour to 2,880 grenades per hour; increasing the Comp A5 process rate for each primary collection system (emission units S2.001 and S2.003) from 47.6 pounds per hour to 165.1 pounds per hour; and increasing the Comp A5 process rate for each secondary collection system (emission units S2.002 and S2.004) from 3.0 pounds per hour to 12.1 pounds per hour.  PM and PM10 emissions will decrease from 4.51 tons per year to 2.25 tons per year.  The decrease is due to the removal of four exhaust stacks (two from System 3 and two from System 4).

The HWAD facility-wide potential-to-emit (PTE) with the revised OPTC is shown in the table below:      
	As proposed, HWAD will continue to be a Class I source. The potential-to-emit (PTE) of each regulated air pollutant is less than the 250 ton per year PSD threshold for major source designation. The revised OPTC is not a PSD permit action.  The revised Comp A5 process will not be subject to any NSPS or NESHAP standards under the operating conditions specified in the OPTC.

The project is located in Air Quality Hydrographic Area (HA) 110C – Walker Lake Valley.  HA 110C is currently unclassified for PM10, NOx, CO, SO2, O3, and lead criteria pollutants, which have an ambient air quality standard.  The air quality analyses from the previous permit renewal action (December 2011) demonstrate that the emissions from the revised permit will not cause or contribute to a violation of any applicable federal or state ambient air quality standards.
The NBAPC has reviewed the application and has made a preliminary determination to issue the revised OPTC AP9711-2757.  HWAD must comply with all State and Federal air quality requirements and all conditions established within the revised Class I OPTC.  HWAD will be required to submit an application for revision to their existing Title V Air Permit AP9711-0863.02 within 12 months after startup of the revised Comp A5 process.
