The most recent Title V permit was issued on August 23, 2006 for the addition of a catalytic
oxidizer to control emissions from three existing natural gas fired ovens (Oven #1, Oven #5,

and Oven #6).

The facility submitted a Title V Renewal application on 01/07/2009. The Continuous
Assurance Monitoring (CAM) plan was subsequently submitted on 04/15/09.

PROCESS DESCRIPTION:

There have been no changes to the process since the last permit was issued on August 23, 2006.

COMPLIANCE ASSURANCE MONITORING (CAM) PLAN

BACKGROUND

Cajoleben, Inc., dba Galasso’s Bakery is a Title V facility in the business of producing and distributing
baked bread items. The facility operates a bakery receiving and storage system consisting of two storage
silos, five bakery ovens, and one catalytic thermal oxidizer. The VOC emissions from three bakery ovens
are controlled by the catalytic thermal oxidizer.

The current Title V permit for this facility expires on July 27, 2009. Cajoleben, Inc., dba Galasso’s
Bakery had already submitted an application to renew their Title V permit (Title V Renewal Application
No. 495313). Pursuant to the requirements specified in 40 CFR Part 64 — Compliance Assurance
Monitoring, this facility is required to submit a Compliance Assurance Monitoring (CAM) plan for the
Catalytic Oxidizer (A/N 440540) as a part of the Title V renewal application. The CAM rule in this case
applies to VOC emissions from Oven No.1, Oven No. 5 and Oven No. 6 (A/N 440541, A/N 440543, A/N
440544) since they each are subject to an emission limit, each use a control device to achieve compliance
and each have potential pre-control emission that exceed the major source threshold for VOC (10
tons/year). As a result, Cajoleben, Inc., dba Galasso’s Bakery submitted this CAM plan application
(Application No. 497880) to comply with 40 CFR Part 64 requirements.

EVALUATION

The Catalytic Thermal Oxidizer (Permit No. F83750) is used to control the VOC emissions from three
natural gas fired bakery ovens (Oven No. 1, Oven No. 5, and Oven No. 6). The catalyst bed inlet
temperature shall be maintained at a minimum of 600 degrees Fahrenheit whenever the equipment it
serves is in operation.

This facility is expected to comply with all requirements specified in 40 CFR Part 64. An appropriate

permit condition (Condition No. 4) will be imposed in Section D of the Title V renewal permit to
implement standard CAM conditions for the Catalytic Thermal Oxidizer, however, the applicant has

o
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decided to impose additional requirements for their Quality Improvement Plan (QIP) submittal. The
standard CAM condition states the operator shall submit a Quality Improvement Plan (QIP) in
accordance with 40 CFR Part 64.8 to the AQMD if an accumulation of deviations exceeds 5 percent
duration of this equipment’s total operating time. In addition to the standard CAM condition, the
operator has insisted to also submit the QIP for any excursion of temperature range at the inlet to the
catalyst more than 60 minutes, or for any excursion of destruction efficiency by the catalyst thermal
oxidizer during 5 years emission source testing, while inlet temperature is within the ranges of this
plan. The required QIP shall be submitted to the AQMD within 90 calendar days after the due date
for the semi-annual monitoring report.

In addition, the facility has provided a manufacturer’s recommendation to perform an annual catalyst
activity test instead of the standard recommended bi-annual test. The manufacturer CSM Worldwide
recommended against a bi-annual test since they have advised frequent catalyst testing will reduce the
integrity and velume of the catalyst module. Furthermore, performance data submitted to the district
indicates catalyst conversion rate is at approximately 95% under normal operating conditions. Due to
the above mentioned reasons, an annual activity test is expected to ensure continuous compliance of
the system. Redundant conditions of the original Title V permit will be removed. Approval for the
CAM plan application is therefore recommended.

RECOMMENDATION

MODIFICATION OF FACILITY PERMIT TO OPERATE (FACILITY ID: 072351) BY THE
ADDITION OF:

Condition No. 4

The operator shall operate and maintain this equipment according to the following requirements:

The catalyst bed inlet temperature shall be maintained at a minimum of 600 degrees Fahrenheit
whenever the equipment it serves is in operation.

The operator shall operate and maintain a temperature measuring and recording system to
continuously measure and record the temperatures at the inlet and outlet of the catalyst bed pursuant to
the operation and maintenance requirements specified in 40 CFR Part 64.7. Such a temperature
measuring and recording system shall have an accuracy of within + 1% of the temperature being
monitored and shall be inspected, maintained, and calibrated on an annual basis in accordance with
the manufacturer’s specifications using an applicable AQMD or EPA approved method.

For the purpose of this condition, a deviation shall be defined as when the combustion chamber
temperature of less than 600 degrees Fahrenheit occurs during the normal operation of the equipment
it serves. The operator shall review the records of the catalyst bed inlet temperature on a daily basis to
determine if a deviation occurs or shall install an alarm system to alert the operator when a deviation
occurs. Whenever a deviation occurs, the operator shall inspect this equipment to identify the cause of
such a deviation, take immediate corrective actions to maintain the combustion chamber temperature
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at or above 600 degrees Fahrenheit, and keep records of the duration and cause (including unknown
cause, if applicable) of the deviation and the corrective actions taken.

All deviations shall be reported to the AQMD on a semi-annual basis pursuant to the requirements
specified in 40 CFR Part 64.9 and Condition Nos. 22 and 23 in Section K. of this permit. The semi-
annual monitoring report shall include the total operating time of this equipment and the total
accumulated duration of all deviations for each semi-annual reporting period specified in Condition
No. 23, Section K of this permit.

The operator shall submit an application with an Quality Improvement Plan (QIP) in accordance with
40 CFR Part 64.8 to the AQMD if an accumulation of deviations exceeds 5 percent duration of this
equipment’s total operating time, or any excursion of temperature rage at the inlet to the catalyst more
than 60 minutes, or any excursion of destruction efficiency by the catalyst thermal oxidizer during 5
years emission source testing, while inlet temperature is within the ranges of this plan, shall trigger a
QIP for any semi-annual reporting period specified in Condition No. 23, Section K of this permit.

The required QIP shall be submitted to the AQMD within 90 calendar days after the due date for the
semi-annual monitoring report.

The operator shall conduct activity test for the catalyst bed on an annual basis. In addition, the
operator shall inspect and maintain all components of this equipment on an annual basis in accordance
with the manufacturer’s specifications.

The operator shall keep adequate records in a format that is acceptable to the AQMD to demonstrate
compliance with all applicable requirements specified in this condition and 40 CFR Part 64.9 for a
minimum of five years.
