Technical Review and Evaluation of the Application for Air Quality 
Minor Permit Revision #47227 to Operating Permit #1001770
I. 
INTRODUCTION


This minor permit revision for Drake Cement, LLC, the Permittee, authorizes the company to replace an impact hammer mill and ball mill with a roller press.  The permit revision further authorizes the Permittee to replace a static separator with a high efficiency separator.  It authorizes the Permittee to add a cement cooler and to remove and add a variety of conveyor belts, screw conveyors, and air slides which result in a net reduction of three material transfer points.  The Permittee is also removing a disagglomerator and a metallic weighing bin.  These changes are to be undertaken at the Drake Cement Plant located on County Road 71 in Drake, Yavapai County, Arizona.

The changes meet the requirements of A.A.C. R18-2-319.A and as such necessitate this minor permit revision. 
II. 
EMISSIONS

The equipment changes will result in no changes in potential emissions of particulate matter with a diameter less than 10 microns (PM10) or particulate matter (PM).  The dust collectors and baghouses which are responsible for the control of emissions from the equipment are not being changed and have enforceable emissions limits.

PERIODIC MONITORING

No changes in the periodic monitoring are occurring as part of this minor revision.  
IV. TESTING REQUIREMENTS

No changes in testing requirements are being made as part of this minor revision
V.
MINOR REVISION GATEKEEPERS


The Department has determined that this revision meets the requirements of a Class I minor revision.  Each Class I minor revision trigger is listed below along with a discussion of why this revision meets or does not meet the trigger. 

Minor permit revision procedures may be used only for those changes at a Class I sources that satisfy all of the following:

1. Do not violate any applicable requirement.
The equipment changes do not violate any applicable requirements.
2. 
Do not involve substantive changes to existing monitoring, reporting, or recordkeeping requirements in the permit.
There are no substantive changes to existing monitoring, reporting, or recordkeeping requirements.
3. 
Do not require or change a case by case determination of an emission limitation or other standard, or a source specific determination of ambient impacts, or a visibility or increment analysis.
There are no changes to emission limitations or standards. Since the emissions are unchanged, a re-evaluation of the modeling analysis is not required.
4. 
Do not seek to establish or change a permit term or condition for which there is no corresponding underlying applicable requirement and that the source has assumed in order to avoid an applicable requirement to which the source would otherwise be subject. The terms and conditions include
a.
A federally enforceable emissions cap that the source would assume to avoid classification under any provision of Title I of the Act; and

b.
An alternative emissions limit approved under regulations promulgated under Section 112(i)(5) of the Act.


There are no changes to any permit terms or conditions.
5. 
Are not modifications under any provision of Title I of the Act;

The proposed changes would be considered modifications under Title I of the Act only if they were NSPS modifications or PSD modifications.  The changes will not be NSPS modifications because they will not result in an increase in the emission rate of any NSPS regulated air pollutant.  The changes will not be PSD modifications because they will not result in significant emissions increases.

6. 
Are not changes in fuels not represented in the permit application or provided for in the permit;

There are no fuel changes.

7.
The increase in the source’s potential to emit any regulated air pollutant is not significant as defined in R18-2-101.

There is no increase in the facility’s potential to emit.

8.
Are not required to be processed as a significant revision under R18-2-320.

The changes do not require a significant revision.
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
