PROPOSAL 

San Joaquin Valley Concentrates (SJVC) is proposing a Minor Modification to 
their Title V Permit. The Minor Modification consists of the removal of duplicative 
permit conditions on several permits and the removal of permit conditions 
relating to ancillary source testing requirements (e.g. approved source test 
methods) for a small boiler not subject to periodic source testing either on the 
current permit or in the rules to which it is subject. 

SJVC was issued their Title V permit on June 30, 2013. No new Authority to 
Construct permits are associated with this Minor Modification. 

The purpose of this evaluation is to identify all applicable requirements, 
determine if the facility will comply with the applicable requirements, and to 
provide the legal and factual basis for the proposed revisions. 

II. FACILITY LOCATION 

SJVC is located at 5631 East Olive Avenue, Fresno. 

III. EQUIPMENT DESCRIPTION 

C-3275-2-2: 4.9 MMBTU/HR DIXON MODEL S-M NATURAL GAS-FIRED

IV. SCOPE OF EPA AND PUBLIC REVIEW 

This change to a Title V permit is considered to be a minor modification and, as 
such, requires no public review.

2001) 

VI. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED MODIFICATIONS 

Then following revisions to the permits were recommended by District 
Compliance with SJVC's concurrence. 

C-3275-0-1: Facility-wide permit 

The current facility-wide permit has two conditions limiting visible emissions 
stating the same requirement from District Rule 4101. Condition #2 will be 
removed and condition #26 will be retained because condition #26 contains the 
same prohibition as well as a more complete explanation of the visible emissions 
requirement. 

2. {15} No air contaminant shall be discharged into the atmosphere for a period 
or periods aggregating more than three minutes in any one hour which is as 
dark as, or darker than, Ringelmann 1 or 20% opacity. [District Rule 4101] 

26. {4383} No air contaminants shall be discharged into the atmosphere for a 
period or periods aggregating more than 3 minutes in any one hour which is 
as dark or darker than Ringelmann #1 or equivalent to 20% opacity and 
greater, unless specifically exempted by District Rule 4101 (02/17/05). If the 
equipment or operation is subject to a more stringent visible emission 
standard as prescribed in a permit condition, the more stringent visible 
emission limit shall supersede this condition. [District Rule 4101, and 
County Rules 401 (in all eight counties in the San Joaquin Valley)]

In addition, condition #46 was revised as follows:

Compliance Division. These reports are due within 30 days after the end of 
the reporting period. [District Rule 2520] 

C-3275-2-2:  4.9 MMBtu/hr nnatural gas-fired boiler 

Condition #1 will be removed from the current PTO because it is already listed 
on the facility-wide permit C-3275-0-1. 

This boiler was subject to initial source testing requirements but not periodic 
source testing. The initial source test to demonstrate compliance with the 
permitted emission limits was completed on 4/28/2009. Ongoing monitoring 
requirements to ensure compliance with the permitted emission limits are 
satisfied by biannual tuning and monthly monitoring of the "operational 
characteristics" of the boiler as recommended by the manufacturer. In lieu of 
tuning the boiler, the facility has the option of conducting monthly monitoring of 
the NOx emissions with a portable analyzer. Conditions #10 through #14, #16, 
and #17 on the current PTO all pertain to source testing. Since periodic source 
testing is not required for this unit, these conditions are not pertinent and will, 
therefore, be removed. 

0-3275-3-2:33.66  MMBtu/hr natural gas-fired boiler 

Condition #2 will be removed from the current PTO because it is already present 
on the facility-wide permit C-3275-0-1 (#44). 

VII. COMPLIANCE 

In accordance with Rule 2520, 3.20, these modifications: 
1. Do not violate requirements of any applicable federally enforceable 

local or federal requirement; 
2. Do not relax monitoring, reporting, or recordkeeping requirements in 

the permit and are not significant changes in existing monitoring permit 
terms or conditions; 

3. Do not require or change a case-by-case determination of an emission 
limitation or other standard, or a source-specific determination for 
temporary sources of ambient impacts, or a visibility or increment 
analysis;

5. Are not Title I modifications as defined in District Rule 2520 or

6. Do not seek to consolidate overlapping applicable requirements.

1. A description of the change, the emissions resulting from the change, 
and any new applicable requirements that will apply if the change 
occurs; 

2. The source's suggested draft permit; and 
3. Certification by a responsible official that the proposed modification 

meets the criteria for use of minor permit modification procedures and 
a request that such procedures be used.

13. The operator shall submit reports of any required monitoring at least every six months unless a different frequency is 

required by an applicable requirement.
