SUMMARY AND TECHNICAL EVALUATION
Round Mountain Gold Corporation (RMGC) has submitted an application for revision to its existing Class I Operating Permit-to-Construct (OPTC), AP1041-2806.  
The revisions to the existing Class I OPTC include the following:

· Added a second baghouse to System 05 and increased exhaust flow rate for the existing baghouse.
· Changed annual operating hours to 7,509 for Systems 01A, 01B, 02A, and 02B.
· Changed annual operating hours to 6,570 for Systems 20A, 20B, 20C, and 21.
· Added five 7 kilowatt propane fired generators.

· Increased the process rate for System 25 from 0.5 to 0.75 ton per hour.
· Removed testing requirements for System 12A due to safety concerns for the testing company.

· Added Systems 05A, 29 and 29C to the permit.
Because the current permit action involves the removal of pollutant-emitting equipment from the permit, the short-term and long-term potential-to-emit (PTE) for particulate matter (PM) decreased by 5.40 tpy and PM10 decreased by 2.78 tpy.  The environmental evaluation showed that no other regulated pollutants are affected by this permit action.
Based on the foregoing, no environmental evaluation is required for this permit revision.  RMGC will be required to comply with all conditions and applicable requirements that are set forth in the draft revised Class I OPTC.    
No adverse air quality impacts are expected from the proposed changes to RMGC’s permit.    
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
