ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO EXCEED WORD LIMIT 

 On December 18, 2019, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Region 9 (“Region”) 

filed a motion with the Environmental Appeals Board (“Board”) seeking leave to exceed the 

14,000-word limit set forth in 40 C.F.R. § 124.19(d)(3) for their response to the petition for 

review in this matter.  See Region IX’s Motion to Exceed Word Limitation (Dec. 18, 2019) 

(“Motion”).   

 The Region requests to file a response “of up to 15,000 words” and states there is a 

“compelling and documented need for a fully developed brief.”  Motion at 1, 2.  Among other 

things, the Region cites the permit’s long regulatory history, complicated facts of the facility, and 

many issues that raise complex technical questions in support of its request.  See id. at 2.  The 

Region consulted with the Petitioners and the permittee prior to filing this motion and state and 

that no party objects to the Region’s motion.  See id. 
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 Upon consideration of the Region’s Motion seeking leave to exceed the word limit and 

the representations therein, the Board GRANTS the Region’s Motion to exceed the word limit in 

its response brief and accepts the response filed December 18, 2019.
