ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

The Board appreciates the efforts of the Parties to resolve the issues in this appeal.
Should the Parties think they would benefit from the assistance of a neutral evaluator/mediator,

they may request participation in the Board’s Alternative Dispute Resolution Program.



Pursuant to 40 C.F.R. § 124.19(1)(3)(iii), the Board may use email
(Clerk_ EAB@epa.gov) to serve orders and decisions in this matter to the addresses provided by
the Parties. Additionally, the Board has authorized all parties in permit appeals to use email to
fulfill their service obligations under 40 C.F.R. § 124.19(1)(3)(i1).
