2. On November 29,2012, Alyeska filed a ,Petition for Review with the EAB which 

challenges inclusion of certain whole effluent toxicity (WET) monitoring requiremellts ill the 

Permit on several grounds. 

3. . Subsequently, the Region and Alyeska reached a settlement in principle in this 

matter where the Region agreed .to the removal and modification of celtain WET monitoring 

pl-ovisions in the Permit. subject to public notice and comment. 

4. On March 20, 2013, the Region filed an Unopposed Motion to Stay Proceedings 

until August 20, 2013 to allow the Region time to propose for public notice and conunent and 

finallze the modifIed WET monitoring provisions_ The EAB granted this request 011 March 22.

5. On July 8,2013, the Region issued for public notice and comment a pl'Opoaed 

modification to the Permit which reflects the tcnns of the scalement negotiated with Alycska. 

The comment peliod ended on AUguSI 8. 2013_ 

6. On August 8,2013, the Region received comments from Alyeska and the Prince 

William Sound Regional Citizen'S Advisol."Y Council (RCAC). 

7_ Given tbe length of the conUllents received. EPA is requesting a twO month 

extension to the cUn-ent stay of the proceedings. 

6. The Region has consulted with counsel for Alycska who docs not oppose this 

motion.
