On October 30,2006, the Wyrnan Gordon Company ("Permittee"), filed a Petition for
Review of NPDES Permit No. MA0004341 ("Permit") with the U.S. EPA Environmental
Appeals Board ("Board") pursuant to 40 C.F.R. $ 124.19(a). The Pemit had been reissued to the
Permittee on September 28,2006 by the New England Regional Office of the U.S.

Pursuant to 40 C.F.R. gg 12a.16(a)(2)(ii) and 124.60(b), this letter notifies you of
my determination that the Contested Conditions are stayed until final agency action under 40
C.F.R. $ 124.I9(l). With respect to each of the Contested Conditions, the corresponding term, if
any, in the Prior Permit shall remain in effect. All other conditions ofthe Permit are uncontested



and severable {iom the Contested Conditions. Thus, all ofthe other conditions are not stayed and
will become fully effective enforceable obligations of the Permit on December 1, 2007,
consistent.with 40 C.F.R. g 12a.16(a)(2)(i).
