("Region'), with consent ofcounsel for the City of L€ominstsr ("City"), respeotfully

submirs to the Environmental Appeals Board ("Board") this Sratus Report with respect to

the above-captioned matter.

On September 2E, 2006, the Region reissued NPDES Permit, No. MA0l006l7

("Permit"), to the City aulhorizing discharges from the Leominster Watei Pollution

Control Facility into the North Nashua River and establishing eflluent limitations,

moniroring requirements, and other conditions for such discharges. On November 3,

2006, rhe Ciry fited a pctition for review by the Board contesting the Permit's phosphorus

limit of 0,2 mg/l from April I - October 3 I, and the phosphorus limit of I .O mg/l from

November I - March 31. The Board. received the petition on November 3, 2006, and

direoted the Region to respond to the petition no later than January 3,2007,

On December 14, 2006, the City and the Region jointly moved to stay the

proceedings untit April 3,2007, in order to allow the parties to attempt to resolve the

issues on appeal tluough settlement negotiations. On December 15, 2006, the Board

issued en order staying the proceedings in this matter until April 3; 2007. Due to
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conrinued negotiations over the issues on appeal. the parties subsequently requosted

succcssive e$ensions of ttre stay until July 13, 2007. ln its Fourth $tay order, the Board

granted extension of the stay until July 13, 2007, and required the parties on that date to

apprise the Board of whelher they have anived at tentative resolution ofall outstanding

issues. The Board atso provided that" in the everit of a tentative resolution, counsel for

Leominster would have until July 31,2A07, to obtain any approvals necessary to reach a

final sefilement.

. The parties have reached a tentative resolulion ofthe majority of outstanding

issues. A singte issue, concerning languagc within the Administrative Order that will

implement the settlement agreement, remains uruegolved, The parties are cr[rently

discussing a proposed resolution and'are conftdent tlnt a final decision can be reaohed by

J:uly 20,2007 . For this reason, the Region requests that the Board allow the parties one

additional week (until July 20, 2007) to report whether the parties have resolved all

outstanding issues. If a tentative resolution is reaohed, pursuant to the Board's Founh

Stay older, counscl for Leominster will pursue any necessary approvals, and report to the

Board, by July 31,2007 .
