Dear Mr. Bonneau:

Pursuant to 40 C.F.R. §124.19(f)(1)(i), this letter provides notice of the Environmental
Protection Agency’s final permit decision regarding NPDES Permit No. AK-003865-2, which
EPA Region 10 issued to Teck Alaska Incorporated on January §, 2010.

On February 16, 2010, Trustees for Alaska and the Center on Race, Poverty and the
Environment, representing regional environmental groups, local individuals and the Native
Villages of Kivalina and Point Hope, filed a petition for review of the permit with EPA’s
Environmental Appeals Board (EAB). By letter dated February 26, 2010, Region 10 identified
five contested permit conditions that were stayed by the petition for review — effluent limits for
lead (monthly average limit), selenium (daily maximum limit), zinc, weak acid dissociable
(WAD) cyanide, and total dissolved solids. All remaining, uncontested permit conditions
became fully effective and enforceable on March 31, 2010, in accordance with 40 C.F.R. §§
124.16(a)(2) and 124.20(d). On March 17, 2010, EPA withdrew the five contested effluent
limits and on April 30, 2010, the EAB dismissed as moot those portions of the petition for
review related to the withdrawn limits.

On November 8, 2010, the EAB denied review of the remaining issue in the petition for
review related to monitoring requirements. Region 10 has therefore determined and you are
notified that, with the exception of the withdrawn limits identified above, the January &, 2010,
NPDES permit remains in effect. In addition, the following conditions in the 1998 NPDES
Permit No. AK003865-2 remain in effect until further agency action:

e PartLA.1 - effluent limitations for lead (monthly average limit), selenium (daily
maximum limit), zinc, total dissolved solids, and total cyanide
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In accordance with the EAB’s order denying review, the monitoring requirements in the January
8, 2010 NPDES permit remain in effect without alteration or addition.
