Complainant, Unitcd States Environmcl1lal Protection Agcncy. Region 8 (EPA), and

Respondent, J- W Wireline Company (Respondcnt), by their undersigned represel1latives, hereby

consent and agree as follows.

BACKGROUND

I. On July 15. 20 I0 EPA issued a Proposed Compliancc Order. Pcnalty Complaint and

Noticc of Opportunity for Hearing (Complaint) to Respondent for certain violations of

Pan C of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), 42 U.S.c. § 300h et seq., and the

underground injection control (UIC) regulations promulgated thereunder.

2. Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations of the Complaint and neither admits nor

denies the specific factual allegations of the Complaint.

3. Respondel1l waives its right to a hearing before any tribunal, to contest any issue of law or

fact set forth in the Complaint or this Consent Agrecment.

4. This Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a final order, applies to and is binding

upon EPA and upon Re pondenl and Respondent's heirs, successors or assigns. Any



change in thc ownership or corporate status of Respondcnt, including, but not limited to,

any transfer of assets or real or personal property, shall not alter Respondent" s

responsibilities under this agreement. This Consent Agrecment contains all terms ofthc

settlement agreed to by the parties.

5. EPA aeknowledgcs that Rcspondent has timely closed the Class V Motor Vehicle Waste

Disposal well at issue and submitted documentary evidence of the closure to EPA.

6. Respondent agrees to keep the Class V Motor Vehicle Waste Disposal well at issue

permanently closed.

7. Due to Respondent's timely compliance and in consideration of the statutory penalty

factors at 42 U.S.c. § 300h-2(c)(4)(B), EPA agrees to settle this action without the

assessment of a civil penalty.

8. Nothing in this Consent Agreement shall relieve Respondent of the duty to comply with

the SDWA and its implementing regulations.

9. The undersigned representative of Respondent certiJies that he or she is fully authorized to

enter into the terms and conditions of this Consent Agreement and to bind Respondent to

the terms and conditions of this Consent Agreement.

10. The parties agree to submit this Consent Agreement to the Regional Judicial Onicer,

with a request that it be incorporated into a final order.

II. Each party shall bear its own costs and attorneys fees in connection with this matter.
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12. This Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a final order by the Regional Judicial

Oflicer and full satisfaction by the panies. shall be a completc and full civil senlement of

the specific violations alleged in the Complaint.
