Owned or operated by, SDS Incorporated (Respondent), 
an authorized representative of the U.S. Environmentaf 
Protection Agency (EPA) conducted an inspection to 
determine compliance with the Oil Pollution Prevention 
(SPCC) regulafions promulgated at 40 C.P.R. Part 112 
under Section 311(jJ of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 
§ 1321 (j)) (the Act), and found that Respondent had 
violateo regulations implementing Section 311 (j) of the 
Act by faihng to complY with the regulations as noted on 
the attached SPILL PREVENTION CONTROL AND 
COUNTERMEASURES INSPECTION FINDINGS, 
ALLEGED VIOLATIONS, AND PROPOSED 
PENALTY FORM (Form), which is hereby incorporated 
by reference. 

This proceeding and the Expedited Settlement are under the 
authority vested in the Admmistrator ofthe EPA by Section 
31l(b)(6)(B)(i) ofthe Act, 33 U.S.C. §1321(b)(6)TB)(i), as 
amended by the Oil PollutiOn Act of 1990, and by 40 C.F .R. 
§22.13(b ). The parties enter into this Expedited Settlement 
m order to settle the civil violations described in the Form 
for a penalty of$3,547.25. 

This settlement is subject to the following terms and 
conditions: 

The EPA finds that Respondent is subject to the SPCC 
regulations, which are published at 40 C.P.R. Part 112, 
ana has violated the regulations as further described in the 
Form. Respondent admits that he/she is subject to 40 
C.F .R. Part 112 and that the EPA has jurisdiction over 
Respondent and Respondent' s conduct as described in the 
Form. Respondent does not contest the InsQ_ection 
Findings, and waives any objections it may have to the 
EPA~s jurisdiction. Respondent consents to the 
assessment ofthe_penalty stated above. 
Respondent certifies, subject to civil and criminal 
J:>enalties for making a false submission to the United 
States Government that the violations have been corrected 
and Respondent has sent a certified check in the 
amount of $3,547.25 payable to the "Environmental 
Protection Agency," via certified mail to:
