Payment of the penalty shall constitute a waiver of respondent's right to contest the allegations
and to appeal the final order.

This Final Order does not waive, extinguish, or otherwise affect respondent's obligation
to comply with all applicable provisions of the Act and regulations promulgated thereunder.

This Final Ordcr constitutes the final Agency action in this matter and is effective upon
filing.
