Chemicals Inc. (“Momentive” or “Respondent™) in the above referenced proceeding, hereby
agree 1o resolve this matter through the issuance of this Complaint and Consent Agreement and
Final Order.
I. PRELIMINARY STATEMENT
1. This proceeding is for the assessment of civil penalties pursuant to Section 113(d)

of the Clean Air Act, as amended (“CAA™), 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d). This proceeding was instituted
by the issuance of a Complaint and Notice of Opportunity for Hearing incorporated herein, and is
simultancously concluded by the issuance of this Consent Agreement and Final Order (“CAFFQO™)

against Respondent pursuant to 40 C.F.R. §§ 22.13(b) and 22,34,

2. The Complaint alicges that Momentive violated regulations promulgated
under the CAA at its chemical manufacturing facility, located at 16122 River Road in Norco,
St. Charles Parish, Louisiana (“Facility™).

3. For purposes of this procceding, Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations
of this Complaint; however, Respondent neither admits nor denies the specific factual allegations
contained in this Complaint.

4. Respondent hereby certifies that as of the date of its execution of this CAFO,
the Facility has corrceted the violations alleged in the Complaint, and is now, to the best of its
knowledge, in compliance with all the requirements of the Act.

5. Respondent watves any right to contest the allegations in the CAFO and its right
to appeal the Final Order set forth herein, and Respondent waives all defenses which have been
raised or could have been raised to the claims set forth in the CAFQ.

6. Compliance with all the terms and conditions of this CAFFQ shall resolve
Respondent’s Hability {for {ederal civil penalties for the violations alleged in this CAFO.

7. Respondent shall not assert, and may not maintain, any defensc or ¢laim based
upon the principles of waiver, res judicata, collateral estoppel, issue preclusion, or claim-splitting
for violations not alleged in this Complaint,

8. Nothing in this CATFO shall be construed to prevent or limit the civil and criminal
authorities of the United States Environmental Protection Agency, or that of other federal, state,
or local agencies or departments to obtain penaltics or injunctive relief under other federal, state,

or local laws or regulations,

9. Respondent represents that it is duly authorized to execute this CAFO and that the
party signing this CAIFO on behalf of the Respondent is duly authorized fo bind the Respondent
to the terms and conditions of this CAFO.

10. Respondent agrees that the provisions of this CAFO shall be binding on its
officers, direclors, employees, agents, servants, authorized representatives, suceessors, and
assigns.

1. STATUTORY AND REGULATORY BACKGROUND

11, Section H2(b)(2) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7412(b)(2), requires the Administrator
of the United States Environmental Protection Agency to publish a list of pollutants which
present, or may present, through inhalation or other routes of exposure, a threat of adverse
human health effects or adverse environmental effects through ambient concentrations,
bivaccumulation, deposition, or otherwisce,

12, Pursuant to tts autholrity under Scction 112 of the CAA, EPA promulgated
40 C.I'.R. Part 63, Subpart H (National Emission Siandards for Organic Hazardous Air
Pollutants for Equipment Leaks),

13, According to 40 C.F.R. § 63.1(b), the provisions of Part 63 apply 1o the owner or

operator of any stationary source that:

(i) Finits or has the potential to emit any hazardous air pollutant listed in
or pursuant fo scction 112(b} of the Act; and
(i)  Is subject to any standard, limitation, prohibition, or other federally

cnforccable requircment cstablished pursuant to Parl 63,

14, According to 40 C.F.R. § 63.160(a), Subpart H applies to all equipment, including
valves, that are intended to operate in organic hazardous air pollutant service 300 hours or more
during the calendar year within a source subject to the provisions of a specific subpart in
40 C.F.R. Part 63.

IS, According to 40 C.I'.R. § 63.161, “in organic hazardous air pollutant (HAP)
service” means that a picce of equipment either contains or contacts a fluid (liquid or gas) that is
at Icast 5 percent by weight of total organic HAP's as determined according to the provisions of
§ 63.180(d) of subpart I1,

16. According to 40 C.IF.R. § 63.168(x), Subpart H applies to valves that are either in
gas service or in light liquid service.

17. Section 63.161 states “In gasAvupor service means that a picee of equipment
n organic hazardous air pollutant service contains a gas or vapor at operafing conditions.”

40 C.F.R. § 63.101.

18, Section 63.101 states “In light liquid service means that a piece of equipment in
organic hazardous air pollutant scrvice contains a liquid that meets the following conditions:
(1) The vapor pressure of one or more of (he organic compounds is greater than 0.3 kilopascals
at 20°C, (2) The total concentration of the pure organic compounds constituents having a vapor
pressure greater than 0.3 kilopascals at 20 °C is equal to or greater than 20 percent by weight
of the tolal process stream, and (3) The fluid is a Jiquid at operating conditions.” 40 C.F.R,
§ 63.161.

19.  Section 63.168(f) of Subpart [ sets forth leak detection and repair requirements

for valves in gas/vapor service and light liquid service,



In the Matter of Momentive Specialty Chemicals Inc.

20. According to 40 C.F.R. § 63.168(f)(3), when 4 leak has been repaired, the valve

shall be monitored at least onice within the first 3 months after its repair.

1. FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

21.  Respondent is a corporation doing business in the State of Louisiana and is a
“person” as that term is defined in Section 302(e) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C, § 7602(e), and within
the meaning of Section 113(d) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d).

22, Atall relevant times, Respondent owned and opcrated the Facility, which
produces allyl chioride, crude and finished cpichiorohydrin, hydrochloric acid, calcium chloride
solutions, epoxy resins, and rclated products.

23, The Facility includes one or more valves located in the Crude Epichlorohydrin
Unit {CUNIT), associated with the production of allyl chloride, crude epichlorohydrin, and
36.5% hydrochloric acid solution, which are Hazardous Air Pollutants subject 1o the
requirements of 40 C.J.R. Part 63, Subpart H. See CAA § 112(b)(1), 42 U.S.C. § 7612(b)}(1}.

IV. VIOLATION

24.  InlJanvary of 2012, Respondent discovered and repaired leaks from 27 different
valves Jocated in the Crude Epichlorohydrin Unit but did not monitor the valves at least once
within the first 3 months aficr the repair.

23, By failing o monitor cach of the 27 valves during the month of April 2012,

Respondent violated 40 C.E.R. § 63.168(f)(3) for each valve that was not monitored.

V. CIVIL PENALTY AND TERMS OF SETTLEMENT

26.  For the reasons sct forth above, Respondent has agreed to pay a civil penalty
which has been determined in accordance with Section 113(d) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d),
which authorizes EPA 10 asscss a civil penalty of up to twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000)’
per day for each violation of the CAA. Upon consideration of the entire record herein, including
the Iindings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, which are hereby adopted and made a part hereof,
and upon consideration of the size of the business, the cconomic impact of the penalty on the
business, the violator’s full compliance history and good [aith efforts to comply, the duration of
the violation, payment by the violator of penalties previously assessed for the same violation, the
economic benefit of noncompliance, the seriousness of the vielation, specific {acts and equilies,
litigation risks, and other factors as justice may require, it is ORDERED that Respondent be
assessed a civil penalty in the amount of forty six thousand dollars ($46,000).

27, Within thirty (30) days of Respondent’s receipt of this fully executed CATI'O,
Respondent shall pay forty six thousand dollars (846,000) by cashiet’s or certified check made
payable to “Treasurer, United Stales of America, EPA - Region 6. Payment shall be remitted in
one of five {5) ways: regular UJ.S. Postal Service mail, to include certified mail; overnight mail;
wire transfer; Automated Cléaringhousc; or On Line Payment. For regutar U.S. Postal Service
mail, U.S. Postal Service certified mail, or U.S, Postal Service cxpress mail, the check(s) shouid

be remilied to:

: The Civil Penalty Inflation Adjustment Act of 1990, 28 LL8.C. § 2461, as amended by 31 L1.8.C. § 3701 provides for increases
in the statutory penalty previsions ($235,000) cited in the Clean Air At Stationary Source Civil Penalty Policy dated October 25,
1991 (CAA Penally Policy). 11 provides Tor up 1o $25,600 per day of vielation for violations occurring on or before January 30,

28.  Respondent agrees not to claim, or attempt 1o claim, a federal income tax

deduction or credit covering all or any part of the civil penally paid to the United States
‘I'rcasuret.

29. Pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 3717 and 40 C.F.R. § 13.11, unless otherwise prohibited
by law, EPA will assess interest and late payment penalties on outstanding debts owed to the
United States and a charge to cover the costs of processing and handling a delinquent claim.
Interest on the civil penalty assessed in this CAFFO will begin to accrue thirty (30) days after the
effective date of the CAFO and will be recovered by EPA on any amount of the civil penalty that
15 not paid by the respective duc date. Interest will be assessed at the rate of the United States
Treasury tax and loan ratc in accordance with 40 C.IF.R. § 13.11(a). Moreover, the costs of the
Agency’s administrative handling ol overdue debts will be charged and assessed monthly

throughout the period the debt is overdue. See 40 CF.R. § 13.11(h).
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30. EPA will also assess a fifteen dollar ($15.00) administrative handling charge for
administrative costs on unpaid penalties for the first thirty (30} day period afler the payment is
due and an additional fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each subsequent thirty (30) day period that the
penalty remains unpaid. In addition, a penalty charge of up to six percent per year will be
assessed monthly op any portion of the debt which remains delinquent more than nincty (90)
days. See 40 C.I.R. § 13.11{c}). Shouid a penalty charge on the debt be required, it shall accrue
from the first day payment is delinquent. See 31 C.F.R. § 901.9(d). Other penalties for failure to
make a payment may also apply,

31. Pursvant to Scction 113(d)(5) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d)5), any person
who fails to pay on a timely basis a civil penalty ordered or assessed under this section shall be
required 1o pay, in addition to such penalty and interest, the United States enforcement expenses,
including, but not limited to, attorneys fees and costs incurred by the United States for collection
proceedings, and a quarterly nonpayment penalty for cach quarter during which such failure to
pay persisis. Such nonpayment penalty shall be 10 percent of the aggregale amount of such
person’s outstanding penalties and nonpayment penaltics accrued as of the beginning of each
quarter.

32, Nothing in this agreement shall be construcd as prohibiting, altering, or in any
way limiting the ability of EPA to scck any other remedies or sanclions available by virtue of
the Respondent's violation of this agreement or of the statutes and regulations upon which this
agreement is based, or {or the Respondent's violation of any applicable provision of law.

33.  This CAFO shall not relieve the Respondent of its obligation to comply with all
applicable provisions of federal, state or local law, nor shall 1t be construed te be a ruling on, or

determination of, any issue related to any federal, state or local permit, nor shall it be construed
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to constitule EPA approval of any equipment or technology installed by the Respondent in
connection with any additional settlement terms undertaken pursuant to this CAFQ. Nothing in
this CAFQ shall be construed to prohibit or prevent the federal, state, or local government from
developing, implementing, and enl‘ﬁrcing more siringent standards through rulemaking, the
permit process, or as otherwise authorized or required.

34, This document 1s a “Final Order” as that term is defined in the CAA Penalty

Policy for the purpose of demonstrating a history of “prior such violations.”

Vi. RETENTION OF ENFORCEMENT RIGHTS
35. EPA docs not waive any rights or remedies available to EPA for any violations by
the Respondent of any other Federal laws, regulations, statutes, or permiiting programs not the
subject of this action.
36. Nothing in this CAFO shall relieve Respondent of the duty to comply with all
applicable provisions of the CAA.
VII. COSTS

37. Each party shall bear its own costs and attorneys fees.
