CONSENT AGREEMENT

1. Siatutery Authorily

1. This is a civil penalty proceeding pursuant to Section J0S{g)2){A) of the
Clean Water Act ("CWA™), 33 USB.C. § 131%(g)(2)A), and the Conselidated Rules of
Practice Governing the Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties, Issuance of
Compliance or Corrective Action Orders and the Revocation, Termination or Suspension
of Permits, including Subpart T, published at 64 Fed. Reg, 40176 July 23, 1999, and
codified at 40 Code of Federal Regulations ("CF Ry Part 22,

2. The authority o take action under Section J09(g)2)A)of the CWA 33
U.S.C § 1319(gX2)A), is vested in the Administrator of the United States
Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA”). The Administrator has delegated this
authority to the Regional Administrator Region 4, who in turn has redelegated this
authority to the Director of the Water Protection Division, who in turn: has delegated this
authority to the Chief of the Clean Water Enforcement Branch of EPA Region 4
{*Complainant™).

IL Allegations

3. Atall times relevant to this action, the City of Monroee, Georgia
(“Respondent”), was a municipality duly erganized and existing under the laws of the
State of Georgta and, therefore, a “person™ within the meaning of Section 502(8) of the
CWA, 33 U.8.C. § 1362(5), and 40 CF.R. §§ 503 .9%v) ancd {q).

4. At all imes relevant to this action, Respondent owned and/or operated a
Publicly Dwned Treatment Works ("POTW™), the Jacks Creck Wastewater Treatiment
Plant, located at 2200 Highway 83 South, Monroe, (Georgia operating under Natignal
Poltutant Discharge Elimination Systern (“"NPDES™) Permit Number GAQ047171, The
POTW has a design flow rate equal to or groater than one million gallons per day, serves
10,000 people or morc, or 15 4 “(Class I sludge management facility” as defined in 46
CFR. §5039().



5. Respondent is 3 “person whao prepares sewage gludge™ as defined in 40 CF.R.
§ 503.9(1), as either the person who generates sewage sludge during the treatment of
domestic sewage in a treatment works or the person wheo derives a material from sewage
sludge, and is thus subject to the requirements of the CWA and 40 C.F R, Part 503,

6. Section 405(e) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1345{¢), makes it unlawful for any
person to dispose of studge from a treatment works treating domestic sewage except in
accordance with regulations prorulgated pursuant to Section 405(d) of the TWA, 33
U.S.C. § 1345{d), which are found at 40 C.F.R. Part 503,

7. 40 C F.R. Part 503 establishes standards for the usc and disposal of sludge, and
sonsists of general requirements, poliutant limits, management practices, operational
standards, frequency of monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting, for the final use or
disposal of sewage sludge generated during the treatment of domestic sewage ina
treatmont works.

8. 40 CF.R § 503.18(a) requires Class I sludge management facilities, POTWs
with a design flow rate equal o or greater than one million gallons per day, and POTWs
that serve 10,000 people or more to submit certain information to the permitting authority
(EPA} on February 198h of each year. This informaiion 1s herginafter veferred s the
“annual sludge report.”

4, Respondent submitted the anneal sludge report for calendar year 2009 on
April 26, 2610, The 2009 annual sludge report indicated that Respondent land applied
approximately 281.95 dry metric tons of sewage shudge during the calendar year.

111, Stipuistions and Findings

10. Complainant and Respondent have conferred for the purpose of seitlement
pursuant fo 40 C.FR. § 22,18 and desire {o resolve this matter and settle the allegations
described herein without a formal hearing. Therefore, without the taking of any evidence
or testimony, the making of any argument, or the adjudication of any issue in this matter,
and in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b}, this Consent Agreement and Final Order
{"CAMFO™ will simultanecusly commence and conclude this matter.

11, Responden! is 3 “petson wha prepares sewage sludge” as defined in 40
CF.R. § 503.5{r) and is subject to the requirements of the CWA and 40 C.F.R. Part 503,

12. Respondent is the owner of a POTW with a design flow rate egquat to or
greater than one million gallons per day, or that serves 10,000 people or more, oris a
Clase | sludge management facility which is required 1o submit an annual shudge report
on February 19th of each year pursuant to 40 CF.R. § 503,18

13. Respordent violated Section 405{c) of the CWA, 33 US.C. § 1345(e), by
failing to timely submit an annual siudge report to EPA in accordance with 40 CF.R.
§ 503,18,



14. For the purposes of this CA/FO, Respondent admits the jurisdictional
allegations set out above and neither adrmits nor dentes the factual allegations set out
above.

15. Respondent hereby waives its right to contest the allegations set out above
and its right to appeal the Final Order accompanying this Consent Agreement.

6. Respondent consents o the asscssment of and agrees 1o pay the civil penalty
as set forth in this CA/FO and consents te the ather conditions set forth in this CA/FQ.

17. By signing this CA/FO, Respondent certifies that the information it has
supplied concerning this matter was, at the time of submission, and 1%, truthful, accurate,
and complete for each such submission, respense and statemont. Respondent realizes that
there are significant penaltics for submitting false or misleading information, includiag
the possibility of fines and/or imprisonment for knowing submission of such information.

18. EPA reserves the right to assess and collect any and all civil penulties for any
vielation described herein fo thi extont that any information or certificabion provided by
Respondent was materially false or inaccurate at the time such information or
certification was provided to EPA.

18, Complainant and Respondent agree to settle this matier by their execution of
this CA/FO. The partics agree that the settlement of this matter 18 in the public interest
and that this CA/FO 1s consistent with the applicable requirements of the CWA.

V. Payment

20. Pursuant to Section 30%(g3(2){(A) of the CWA, 33 US.C. § I319@){2)(A},
and 40 C.F.R, Part 15, and considering the nature of the vielations and other relevant
factors, EPA has detenmnined thut Nine Hundred Dollars (3900.00) is un appropriate ¢ivil
penalty to setile this action,

21. Respondent shall submit payment of the penalty specified in the preceding
paragraph within thurty (30) days of the effective date of this CA/FO vig 4 cashier’s or
ceritfied check, payable fo the order of “Treasurer, United States of America.” The chack
shall reference on its face the name of Respondent and the Docket Number of this
CA/FO. Such payment shall be tendered 1o

23, The penalty amount specified in Paragraph 20 above shall reprosent civil
penaltics assessed by EPA and shall not be deductible for purposes of federal taxes.

24. Pursuant to Section 30%g)(9) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319{gK9), fatlure by
the Respondent to pay the peaalty assessed by the CA/FO m fnll by ats due date may
subject the Respondent to a civil action to collect the assessed penalty plus interest (at
currently prevailing rates from the effective date of this CA/FQ), attorncys fees, costs for
collection proceedings and a quarterly nonpayment penalty for each quarier during which
such failure to pay persists. Such ponpayiment penalty shall be in an amount equal to
twenty per cent {20%) of the aggregate amount of such penalty and nonpayment penalty
which are unpaid as of the beginning of such quarter. In any such collection action, the
validity, amount and appropriateness of the penalty and of this CA/FO shall not be
subject to review.

Y. General Provisions

26, This CA/FO shall not relieve Respondent of its obligation to comply with all
applicable provisions of federal, state, or local law, nor shall it be construed to be a ruling
on, or determination of, any issue related to any federal, state, or local permit. Other than
as expresscd herein, compliance with this CA/FQ shall not be a defense to any actions
subsequently commenced pursuant to federal laws and repulations administered by the
EPA,

27. Notbing in this CA/FO shall be construed as prohibiting, altering, or in any
way hmiting the ability of the United States to seek any other remedics or sanctions
available by virtue of Respondent’s viclkstion of this CA/FO or of the statutes and



regulations upon which this agreement s based, or for Respondent’s violation of any
federal or state statute, regulation or permit.

28. Except as otherwise set forth herein, this CA/FO constitutes a settlement by
Complainant and Respondent of all claims for civil penalties pursuant to the CWA with
respect to only those violations alleged in this CA/FO. Nothing in this CA/FQ is
ntended to nor shall be construcd to operate in any way to resolve any criminal Habihity
of the Respondent, or other Hability resulting from violations that were not alleged in this
CA/FQ. Other than as cxpressed herein, Complainant does not waive any nght 1o bring
an enforcement action against Respondent for violation of any fedoral or state statute,
regulation or permit, (o inltiate an action for imminent and substantial endangerment, or
to pursue criminal enforcement,

29. Each undersigned representative of the parties to this CA/FQ certifies that he
or she is fully authorized (0 enter into the terms and conditions of this CA/FO and o
execute and legally bind that party to i1,

30. This CA/TO applies to and 15 binding upon Respondont and ity officers,
dirsctors, employees, agents, successors and assigns,

31. Any change in the lcgal status of Respondent including, but not limited to,
any transfer of assets of real or personal property, shall not alter Respondent’s
responsibilities under this CA/FO,

32. EBach party shall bear its own costs and attorneys fees in connection with the
action resolved by this CAFO.
