EXPEDITED SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA™) alleges that Advanced Metal
Finishing LLC (“AMI*” or “Respondent”), owner or operator of the facility at 12972 larhart
Ave., Suite 301, Aubum, CA 95602 (the “Facility™), failed to comply with the following
requirements under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (“RCRA™) and the EPA
approved and authorized California hazardous waste management program (California Code
of Regulations. Divistion 4.5 of Title 22):

l. Failure to label hazardous waste containers properly. 22 CCR § 66262.34(f) {40
CFR § 262.34];

2. Failure to properly close a hazardous waste container. 22 CCR § 66262.34;
66265.173(a) [40 CFR § 262.34; 265.173(a)];

3. Failure to have a complete contingencey plan, 22 CCR §§ 66262.34(a)(4);
§ 66265.51(e): [40 CI'R § 262.34(a)(4); 265.51(e)]:

4, Failure to maintain required training records. 22 CCR §§ 66262.34(a)(4).
66265.16(d)(1) - (4); [40 CFR § 262.34(a): 265.16(d)(1) — (4)];

B. Alleged Violations

1. Under 22 CCR § 66262.34(f) [40 CFR § 262.34], Respondent was required to
have the following information clearly marked and visible for inspection on all hazardous
waste containers: 1.) date accumulation begins, 2.) the words “Hazardous Waste™, 3.) the
composition and physical statc of the waste, 4.) hazardous properties of the waste, and 5.)
facility name and address.

a. During the Compliance Evaluation Inspection (CEl) the inspectors observed
that eight l-cubic-yard totcs of RCRA hazardous wastes were either
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unfabeled, incompletely labeled, or labeled with inaccurate accumulation
slart dates.
b. The inspectors also noted that the facility’s filter cake bin was unlabeled.

2. Under 22 CCR § 66262.34; 66265.173(a) [40 CIFR § 262.34: 265.173(a)]. a
container holding hazardous waste must always be kept closed during storage, except
whien il 1s necessitry to add or remove the waste.

a. The inspectors noted that the facility’s filter cake bin was open.

3. Under 22 CCR § 66262.34(a)(4); 22 CCR § 66265.51(c) |40 CI'R § 262.34(a)(4):
40 CIFR § 265.51(¢)], each owner or operator must have a complete contingency plan for
his facility.

a At the time of the inspection AME's contingency plan did not include the
focations ol the facility's emergency devices.

4. Under 22 CCR § 66262.34(a)(4): 66265.16(d)(1)-(4) [40 CFR § 262.34(a)(4);
265.16(d)(1)-(4)|. facility personnel must suceesslully complele a program of classroom
instniction or on-the-job training that teaches them to perform their duties in a way that
ensures the tacility's compliance with hazardous waste manapement regulations.

a. At the time of the inspection AMI" was not able (o provide a written job
title, job description, or name of the employec filling cach position at the
facility related (o hazardous waste management,

EPA and Respondent agree that settiement of this matter for a penalty of tour thousand
two hundred dollars ($4200) is in the public interest. The attached Proposed Penalty
Worksheet is incorporated by reference.

EPA is authorized to enter into this Expedited Settlement Agreement (“Agreement™)
pursuant 1o Scetion 3008 of RCRA and 40 C.I".R. § 22.13(b).

In signing this Agreement, Respondent: (1) admits that Respondent is subject to the |
Calilornia Code of Regulations; (2) admits that EPA has jurisdiction over Respondent and
Respondent’s conduct as alleged herein; (3) neither admits nor denics the factual allegations
contained herein; (4) consents to the assessment of this penalty: and (5) waives any riglt to
contest the allegations contained herein.

By its signature below Respondent certifies, subject to ¢ivil and criminal penalties for
making a falsc submission to the United States Government, that: (1) the alleged violation(s)
have been carrected: and (2) Respondent is submitting proof of payment of the civil penalty
with this Agreement.

The civil penalty of $4200 should be paid in accordance with the enclosed document
titled “Additional Instruction for Making a Payment for: Superfund, FOIA, Bankcard, Fines
and Penaltics”. Include a copy of the first page of this Agreement with your payment.
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H. Upon the effective date of this Agreement, payment of the civil penalty shall constitute
full settlement of the civil claim alleged herein.

1. EPA reserves all of its rights to take enforcement action for any other past, present, or
future violations by Respondent of RCRA, any other federal statute or regulation, or this
Agreement.

J. Upon signing and returning this Agreement to EPA, Respondent waives the opportunity

for a hearing or appeal pursuant to Section 3008(b) of RCRA.
K. Esach parly shall bear its own costs and fees. if any.

L. This Agreement is binding on the parties signing below, and in accordance with 40
C.I.R.22.31(b), is effective upon {iling.
