2. Respondent is the owner of an onshere facility within the meaning of

Section 311(a¥10) of the Aet, 33 US.C. § 132K a)(10), which was a dredge located at or
near mile marker 306 on the Tennessee Tombigbee Waterway in Pickeas County,
Alabama (" facility™).

3. Section 311(b)(3} of the Act prohibits the discharge of oil into or upon the navigable
waters of the United Slates or adjoining shorelings in such yuantities that have been
determinci mmay be harmiful to the public health or welfare or environment of the United
States.
