CONSENT AGREEMENT

Preliminary Statement

This Consent Agreement is entered into by the Director of the Land and Chemicals
Division, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency - Region I (“EPA” or “Complainant™) and
Quaker City Chemicals, Inc. (“Respondent™) pursuant to Section 14(a) of the Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide and Rodenticide Act ("FIFRA™), as amended, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a), and Sections
22.13(b) and .18(b) of the Consolidated Rules of Practice Governing the Administrative
Assessment of Civil Penalties and the Revocation/Termination or Suspension of Permits
(“Consolidated Rules of Practice™), 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b) and .18(b). This Consent Agreement
and the attached Final Order (hereinafter jointly referred to as the “CAFO”) resolve
Complainant's civil penalty claims against the Respondent under FIFRA arising from the
violation of FIFRA alleged herein.

General Provisions

l. For purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations set
forth in this CAFO.

2. Except as provided in paragraph 1, above, Respondent neither admits nor denies the
specific factual allegations and conclusions of law set forth in this CAFO.

3. Respondent agrees not to contest the jurisdiction of the EPA with respect to the execution
of this Consent Agreement, the issuance of the attached Final Order, or the enforcement
of the CAFO.

4. For the purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent hereby expressly waives any right

to contest any issue of law or fact set forth in this Consent Agreement and any right to
appeal the accompanying Final Order. :

5. Respondent consents to the issuance of this CAFO and agrees to comply with its terms.




Respondent shall bear its own costs and attorney’s fees.

EPA's Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law

In accordance with the Consolidated Rules at Sections 22.13(b) and .18(b)(2) and (3),
Complainant alleges the following findings of fact and conclusions of law:

a.

Respondent 1is a “person’ within the meaning of Section 2(s) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C."

§ 136(s), and is subject to civil penalties pursuant to Section 14(a)(1) of FIFRA, 7
U.5.C. § 136i(a)1).

At all times relevant to the violation alleged herein, Respondent operated a
registered pesticide producing “establishment” as that term is defined by Section
2(dd) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136(dd), located at 7360 Milnor St., in Philadelphia,
PA. This establishment is registered with EPA under Estabhshment Number
073289-PA-001.

At all times relevant to the violation alleged herein, Respondent was a “producer”
as defined at Section 2(w) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136(w), and 40 C.F.R. § 167.3.

Section 7(cX1) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136e(c)(1), provides, inter alia, thata
producer operating 4 registered establishment is required to submit annually a
pesticide production report to EPA stating the types and amounts of pesticides:
(A) which the producer is currently producing; (B} which the producer has
produced during the past year; and (C) which the producer has sold or distributed
during the past year.

40 C.F.R. § 167.85(d) requires that a producer operating a registered
establishment submit its pesticide production report (EPA Form 3540-16)
annually for the preceding calendar year on or before March 1 of each year, even
if the producer has produced no pesticidal product for that reporting year.

Section 12(a)(2)(L) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136j(a)2)(L), provides that it is
unlawful for any person who is a producer to violate any provisions of Section 7
of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136e.

Respondent was required to submit to EPA by March 1, 2009, a pesticide
production report (EPA Form 3540-16) concerning its production, sales, and
distribution of pesticides during calendar year 2008.

Respondent failed to submit its pesticide production report for calendar year 2008
on or before March 1, 2009.

Respondent's failure to timely submit its pesticide production report for calendar
year 2008 on or before March 1, 2009 constitutes a violation of Section 7 of

FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136e, and therefore, an untawful act under Section 12
(2)2)(L) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136i(a)(2)(L). ‘

j- Respondent is a “distributor” subject to the assessment of a civil penalty under
Section 14(a)(1) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. 136{(a)(1).

Settlement |
In settlement of the above-captioned action, Respondent consents to the assessment of a
civil penalty of one thousand three hundred dollars ($1,300), which Respondent agrees to
pay in accordance with the terms set forth below. Such civil penalty amount shall
become due and payable immediately upon receipt by Respondent of a true and correct
copy of the fully-executed and filed CAFO. In order to avoid the assessment of interest,
administrative costs, and late payment penalties in connection with such civil penalty as
described in this CAFO, Respondent must pay the civil penalty no later than thirty (30)
calendar days afier the date on which a copy of this CAFO is malled or hand-delivered to
Respondent. ‘

The aforesaid settlement amount is based upon Complainant’s consideration of a number
of factors, including, but not limited to, the statutory factors set forth in Section 14(a)(4)
of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a)(4), i.e., the size of Respondent's business, the effect of the
penalty on Respondent's ability to continue in business, and the gravity of the violation.
These factors were applied to the particular facts and circumstances of this case with
specific reference to EPA’s Enforcement Response Policy for FIFRA Section 7(c)
Pesticide Producing Establishment Reporting Requirement, dated June 2007,
Amendments to EPA’s Civil Penalty Policies to Implement the 2008 Civil Monetary
Penalty Inflation Adjustment Rule (Effective January 12, 2009}, dated December 29,
2008, and 40 C.F.R. Part 19. ;

Pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 3717 and 40 C.F.R. § 13.11, EPA is entitled to assess interest and
late payment penalties on outstanding debts owed to the United States and also to assess a
charge to cover the costs of processing and handling a delinquent claim, as more fully
described below.

Pursuant to Appendix 2 of EPA's Resources Management Directives - Cash
Management, Chapter 9, EPA will assess a $15.00 administrative handling charge for
administrative costs on unpaid penalties for the first thirty (30) day period afier the
payment is due and an additional $15.00 for each subsequent thirty (30) days the penalty
remains unpaid. t

A penalty charge of six percent per year will be assessed monthly on any portion of the
civil penalty which remains delinquent more than ninety (90) calendar days. 40 C.F.R.
§ 13.11(c). Should assessment of the penalty charge on the debt be required, it shali
accrue from the first day payment is delinquent. 31 C.F.R. § 901 9(d).
