Respondent's request must be in Portable Document Format (.pdf) and contain the
contact name, phone number, and email address of the filing party or its authorized representative. All documents
submitted for filing must be signed, accompanied by a certificate of service, and served on the parties to this matter
in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 22.5(a)(3).


- In addition, the content of Respondent's request must comply with the requirements of 40 C.F.R. § 22.16. This
regulation requires, among other things, that a request state the grounds for the request and set forth the relief
sought. Stated more plainly, Respondent's request must state why an extension of time is needed and the length of
time requested for this extension.
