Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (“NPDES”) storm
water permit issued under Section 402 of the Act, 33 U.S.C.
§ 1342.

EPA finds, and Respondents admit, that Respondents
are subject to Section 301(a) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1311, and
that EPA has jurisdiction over any “person” who “discharges
pollutants” from a “point source” to “waters of the United
States.”
