Enclosed is a Findings of Violation and Order for Compliance (Order) issued by the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) pursuant to section 309(a) of the Clean Water Act. as amended 
(Act). 33 U.S.C. § 1319(a). Based on our review orall available information. the EPA has determined 
that Brad Manning Excavation & Septic Service is in violation of the Act. The Act prohibits. among 
other things, the disposal of sewage sludge except as in compliance with regulations promulgated 
pursuant to sect ion 405 of the Act, 33 U.S.c. § 1345, and found at 40 C.F.R. Part 503. 

The Order specifics the nature ofthc violations under the Act and describes the actions necessary for 
Brad Manning Excavation & Septic Service to achieve compliance. Specifically. the Order requires 
Brad Manning Excavation & Septic Service to comply with the recordkeeping and pathogen and vcctor 
attract ion reduction regulations pcnaining to the land disposal of domestic scptage. The purpose of the 
Order is to increase your company's awareness and compliance with the domestic septage di sposal 
regulations to ensure that Brad Manning Excavat ion & Septic Service's disposal methods arc protective 
of the environment and public health. 

Section 309(a) of the Act provides a variety of possib le enforcement actions. including the filing o ra 
civil or criminal action (33 U.S.C. § 1319(a». Section 508 a llows for debarment from Federal contracts 
and/or loans fo r any noncompliance with the Act or with an order issued pursuant to the CW A 
(33 U.S.c. § 1368). Please be advised that issuance of this Order docs not preclude civil or criminal U.S. 
District Court action or EPA administrative penalty proceedings for the vio lations cited in the Order. 
Please review the Order carefully. Failure to comply with the requirements of the Order shall constitute 
a violation of the Order.

FINI>INGS OF VIOLATION 
AND ORDER FOR COMI'LIANCE 

Proceeding Under Section 309(a) of the 
Clean Wate r Act, 33 U.S .c. § 1319(a) 

STATUTORY AUTHORITY 

The following findings are made and order issued pursuant to section 309(a) of the Clean 

Water Act (Act), 33 U.S.c. § 13 19(a), which authorizes the Administrator of the U.S. 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to issue an order requiring compliance by a person 

found to be in violation 01: illfer alia, §§ 30 I or 405 of the Act. o r in violation of any permit 

condition or limitation implementing such sections of the Act. This authority has been properly 

delegated to the undersigned Assistant Regional Admi nistrator of the Offiee of Enforcement. 

Compliance and Environmental Justice, EPA Region 8. 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

Respondent 

1. Brad Manning Excavation & Septic Service owns and operates a domesti c scptage 

disposa l business located in Miller. South Dakota. 

2. The Respondent's business includes the pumping of sewage sludge (in the ('on11 of 

domestic scptage) from residential septic tanks into a vacuum tank truck, and the land 

application of that sewage sludge from the vacuum tank truck. 



3. The Respondem is a "person" for purposes of federal enforcement under sections 309 and 

502(5) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. §§ 13 19 and 1362(5), and 40 C.F.R. § 503.9(q). 

4. EPA sent the Respondent a Request for Information pursuant to section 308 of the Act, 

33 U.S.C. § 1318, on June 6, 2011, to determine compliance with section 405 of the Act, 

33 U.S.C, § 1345, and the implementing regulations at 40 C.F.R. Part 503. 

5. The Respondent submitted a response to the In[ormation Request on July 25, 2011. 

6. In the Respondent's Information Request Response, the Respondent stated that some, but 

not all, of the septage hauled by the Respondent was discharged to different wastewater 

treatment facilities. 

7. In the Respondent' s Infonnation Request Response, the Respondent stated that he land 

applied domestic septage at several different locations. 

8. In the Respondent's Information Request Response , the Respondent stated that on 

Mareh 25, 20 II, Respondent disposed of approximately 1,000 gallons of domestie 

scptage on tribal lands rather than discharging into the designated City ofFt. Thompson 

manhole so that an object (a board) in the truck tank would not "plug (the) man hole 

sewer line.-' 

General Prohibitions nnd Regulatory Authoriz~ltion Regarding Sewage Sludge 

9. Section 405(d)( I) of the Act directs the Administrator to develop and publish 

"regulations providing guidelines for the disposal of sludge and the utilization of sludge 

for various purposes." 33 U.S.C. § 1345(d)( 1). Those regulations are promulgated at 

40 C.F.R. Part 503, and, pursuant to 40 C.F. R. § 503.I(b), apply to any person who 

prepares sewage sludge or applies sewage sludge to the land. 
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10. Subpart 13 o r the Standards for the Use or Disposal of Sewage Sludge, 

40 C.F.R. §§ 503 .10, el seq., sets forth the requirements for land apply ing sewage sludge. 

II. 40 C.F.R. § 503.3(b) prohibits the use or disposal of sewage sludge through any practice 

for which requirements arc established in Part 503 except in accordance with such 

requirements. 

I)cfinitions 

12. "Sewage sludge" is defined at 40 C.F.R. § 503.9(w) as "solid, semi-sol id, or liquid 

residue generated during the treatment of domest ic sewage in treatment works. Sewage 

sludge includes. but is not limited to, domest ic septage ... " 

13. "Oomest ie septage" is defined, in part, at 40 C.F.R. § 503.9(f) as either liquid or solid 

material removed from a septic tank , cesspool, portable toilet, Type III marine sanitation 

device, or similar treatment works that receives only domestic sewage. Domest ic septagc 

docs not include liquid or so lid material removed from a septic tank, cesspool, or similar 

treatment works that receives either comlllercial wastewater or industrial wastewater and 

does not include grease rellloved from a grease trap at a restaurant. 

14. "Agriculturallalld" is defined <\t40 C.F.R. § 503.1 I (a) as "land on which a food crop, a 

feed crop. or a fiber crop is grown. This includes range land and land lIsed as pasture." 

15. "Land application" is deli ned at 40 C.F.R. § 503.II(h), in pan, as " the spraying or 

spreading of sewage sludge onto the land surface ... or the incorporation of sewage 

sludge into the soi l so that the sewage sludge can either condition the sailor fertili ze 

crops or vegetation grown in the soil." 
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FINDINGS OF VIOLA nON 

Rccordkccping 

16. 40 C.F.R. § 503. I 7(b) provides that when domestic septagc is appl ied to agricultural land, 

the person who applies the domest ic septagc sha ll develop the following infonnation and 

retain the information for fi ve years on each site on which domestic seplagc is applied: 

(1) the location, by either street address or latitude and longitude: 

(2) the number of acres; 

(3) the application date; 

(4) the nitrogen requirement for the crop or vegetation grown during a 365 day 

period: 

(5) the application rate in gallons per acre per 365 day period; 

(6) the following certification statement: 

I certify. under penalty or law, that the information that wilt be used to dctcnninc 
compliance with the pathogen requirements (insert either § 503J2(c)( \) or 
§ 503.32(c)(2)) and the vector attraction reduction requirement in linsert 
§ 503.33(b)(9). 503.33(b)(1 0). or § 503.33(b)(12)] was prepared under my 
direction and supervision in accordance with the system designed to ensure that 
qualilied personnel properly gather and evaluate this information. I am aware that 
there are significant penalties for fa lse certification including the possibility or 
fine and imprisonment. 

(7) a description of how the pathogen requirements in either 

40 C.F. R. §§ 503.32(c)( I) or (c)(2) are met; and 

(8) a desc ription of how the vec tor att ract ion reduction requirements in 

40 C.F. R. §§ 503.33(b)(9), (10). or (12) arc mel. 

17. Respondent fai led to develop and retain for a period of five (5) years all of the 

information required by 40 C.F.R. § 503. I 7(b)(2) and 40 C.F.R. § 503.17(b)(4) through 
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(8) for each land application of domestic septagc on land referenced in Paragraphs 7 and 

8 above. 

18. Respondent 's failure to develop and retain fo r five (5) years all the information specified 

in 40 C.F.R. § 503. I 7(b)(2) and 40 C.F.R. § 503 . I 7(b)(4) through (8) for each land 

application of domestic septage constitutes a separate violation of section 405 of the Act. 

33 U.S.C. § 1345, and 40 C.F.R. §§ 503.3(b) and 503. I 7(b). 

A pplicllti oll Rate 

19. 40 C. F.R. § 503. l2(c) provides no person shall apply domestic septage to agricultural 

land during a 365 day period if the annual application rate in 40 C,F.R. § 503.13(c) has 

been rcached duri ng that period. 

20. 40 C.F.R. § 503.13(c) provides that the annual application rate for domesti c septagc 

applied to agricultural land shall not exceed the annual appl ication rate calculatcd using 

the fo llowing equat ion.

21. Respondent's Information Request Response failed to contain soi l nitrogen sample 

ana lyses from each land application site identified in Paragraphs 7 and 8. 
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22. Rcspondent 's Information Request Response fai led to contain a record of annual 

application rate in gallons per acrc per 365 day period or a record of the nitrogen amount, 

in pounds. needed at each land app li cat ion s ite by the particular crop(s) applied with 

scptagc. 

23. Rcspondent's failure to dcterm inc the annual application rate on the site prior to land 

applying domcstic septage on agricultural land constitutes a separate violation of 

section 405 of the Aet. 33 U.S.C. § 1345, and 40 C.P.R. § 503.13(e). 

Pnthogcn :llld Vec tor Attnlction Rcd uction 

24. 40 C.F.R. § 503.15 sets forth the operational standards for pathogen and vector attraction 

reduction when domestic septage is applied to agricultural land. 

25. 40 C.F.R. § 503.31 (I) defines "pathogenic organisms" as "disease-causing organisms, 

including, but not limited to, certain bacteria. protozoa. viruses, and viable helminth ova." 

26. 40 C.F.R. § 503.31 (k) defincs "vector attraction" as "thc characteristic of sewage sludge 

that attracts rodents. flies , mosquitoes, or other organisms capable of transporting 

infectious agcnts." 

27. 40 C.F.R. § 503.15(b) states that the pathogen requirements in 40 C.P.R. §§ 503.32(e)(I) 

or (c)(2) shall bc met when either: 

(I) Domestic septage is applied to agricultural land and site restrictions sct forth in 

40 C.F.R. § 503.32(b)(5) are met, which states, in part, that public access to land with a 

high potential for public cxposure shall be restricted for one year after application of 

domestic septage or public access to land with a low potential for public exposurc shall 

be restrictcd for 30 days after application of domestic septage; and crop harvesting 
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restrictions set forth in 40 C.F.R. § 503J2(b)(5) are met. which states, in part, that food 

crops with harvested parts that touch the sewage sludge/soil mixture and are totally above 

the land surface shall not be harvested for 14 months after application of sewage sludge. 

Food crops with harvested parts below the surface of the land shall not be harvested for 

20 months after application of domestic septage when the domestic septage remains on 

the land surface for four months or longer prior to incorporation into the soil. Food 

crops, feed crops, and liber crops shall not be harvested for 30 days after application of 

sewage sludge; or 

(2) Domestic septage is applied to agricultural land and pH adjustment set forth in 

40 C.F.R. § 503.32(c)(2) arc met , which provides that the pH of do Illes tic septagc applied 

to agricultural land be raised to 12 or higher by alkali addition and, without the addition 

of more alkali , that it shall remain al 12 or higher for 30 minutes; and crop harvesting 

restrictions set fOrlh in 40 C.F.R. § 503.32(b)(5)(i) through (iv) arc mel. 

28. 40 C.F.R. § 503.l5(d) slales that the vector attraction reduction requirements in 

40 C. F.R. § S03.33(b)(9), (10) or (12) shull be mel when domestic sep[age is applied [0 

agricultural land and either: 

(I) 40 C.F.R. § S03.33(b)(9) requires [hat domestic sep[age be injected below [he surface 

of the land, that no significant amount of the sewage sludge be present on the land 

surface within one hour after the sewage sludge is injected, and that when the sewage 

sludge that is injected below the surface of the land is Class A with respect to pathogens, 

the sewage sludge must be injected below the land surface within eight hours after being 

discharged from the pathogen treatment process; or 
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(2) 40 C.F.R. § 503.33(b)( I O)(i) requires that domestic septage app lied to the land surface 

be incorporated into the soi l within six hours after application to or placement on the 

land, unless otherwise speci fied by the pemlitting authority; or 

(3) 40 C.F.R. § S03.33(b)( 12) requires that the pH of domestic septage be raised to 12 or 

higher by alkali addition and, without the addition of more alkali , that it shall remain at 

12 or higher for 30 minutes. 

29. For at least the last fi ve (5) years, at times the Respondent failed to either (1) inject the 

domestic septage below the surface or the land: (2) incorporate the domestic scptage into 

the soil within six hours after application to or placement on the land; or (3) raise the pH 

orthe domestic scptagc to 12 or higher by alkali add ition and, without the addition of 

more alkali, maintain the pi I at 12 or higher for 30 minutes when land applying domest ic 

septage to the surface of agricultural land referenced in Paragraphs 7 and 8 above. 

30. Each failure by Respondent to comply with the pathogen and vector attraction reduction 

requirements set forth in 40 C.F.R. §§ S03.32(c)(I) and (e)(2). and S03.33(b)(9). (10). 

(12), consti tutes a separate vio lat ion of the requirements and section 405 of the Act, 

33 U.S.C. § 134S. 40 C.F. R. §§ 503.3(b) and S03.IS. 
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ORDER 

Based on the forego ing findings and pursuant to section 309 of the Act, 

33 U.S.C. § 1319, it is hereby ORDERED that: 

31 . Within fi fteen (15) days of receipt of th is Order, Respondent shall submit to EPA written 

notice ofils intent to comply with the requirements of this Order, section 405 crlhc Act, 

and 40 C.F.R. Part 503. 

Respondent shall cease all application of domest ic septage to land unless such appJicmion 

complies with the pathogen and vector attraction red uction requirements set forth in 

40 C.F.R. § 503.32(c)(I) or (2) and 40 C.F.R. § 503.33(b)(9). (10) or (12). 

33. Respondent shall cease all appl icat ion of domestic sepwge to land unless and ulltil the 

information spcci licd in 40 C.F.R. § 503. I 7(b)(1 ) through (8) is developed and rcwined. 

34. Respondent shall cease all application of domest ic septagc to land unless and until such 

application complies wi th the app li cation rate requircmcnts set forth in 40 C.F.R. 

§ 503.l3(c) calculated using the equation provided (sct forth in Paragraph 20 above), 

including accounting for the nit rogen present in the so il on any land application sites on 

which scptagc is applied. 

35. For four (4) consecutive calendar quarters following receipt of this Order, Respondent 

shall submit quarterly reports that contain the information required to be developed 

and maintained pursuant to 40 C.F. R. § 503. 17(b)(I) through (8) for each load of 

domestic septage that is land applied. These reports arc due on the twenty-eighth (28th
) 

day of the month following the end of each quarte r. The first quarterly report shall be 

due on the twenty-eighth (28th
) day of the month following the end of the first complete 
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calendar quarter. For the purpose of quarterly rcporting, Respondent shall use the fonn 

attached as Exhibit I for each land applicat ion. 

36. Respondent sha ll desc ribe in detail in the first quarterly report, where he chooses not to 

use pH adjustment to meet pathogen reduction and vector attraction reduction 

requirements, any site access restrictions implemented at each of the sites whe!e 

Rcspondent eurrcntly disposes of or land applies domestic septage or any other type of 

sewage. The site access desc ription shall include, but not be limited to, whether the sites 

are partially or completely fenced; whether there are any signs at or near the site; and the 

nature and land uses of the surrounding property. If the location of Respondent' s 

disposal site(s) changes or if the site access restrictions change on the land to which the 

domestic septage is applied, Respondent shaH not ify EPA in the subsequent quarterly 

report. 

37. If Respondellt does not land apply domestic septage during a calendar quarter, the 

Respondent sha ll state so in the quarterly report required by Paragraph 35. 

38. All written notices, correspondence, plans, schedules, and reports required by thi s Order 

shall be sent to the following address:

39. All reports and information required by this Order shall include the certification 

statement set forth in Exhibit 2, signed and dated by an individual meeting the definition 

in 40 C.F.R. § 122.22(a)(3) of a principal executive officcr or ranking elected official. 
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GENERAL PROVISIONS 

40. Any failure to comply with the requirements of this Order shall constitute a violation of 

this Order and may subject Respondent to penalties as provided under the section 309 of 

the Act. 33 U.S.C. § 1319. 

41. This Order does not const itute a waiver or election by EPA to forego any civil or criminal 

action to seck penalties, rines, or other relief as it may deem appropriate under the Act. 

Section 309(d) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(d), authorizes the assessment of civil 

penalties of up to $37.500 per day for each violation of the Act, while section 309(c) of 

the Act, 33 U.S.C. § \3J9(c). authorizes fines and imprisonment for willful or negligent 

violations of the Ac!. 

42. Compliance with the terms and conditions of this Order shall not be construed to relievc 

Respondent of its ob ligation to comply with any appli cab lc fedcral , statc. or local law or 

regulution. 

43. Thi s Ordcr shall be effective upon receipt by Respondent.
