Action against the 1655 Berger Lane, LLC

The Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA) requires that the Environmental Protection 
Agency notify locally elected officials of certain enforcement actions taken in their area. 

EPA has issued an Administrative Order (Order) to 1655 Berger Lane, LLC , 
which owns andlor operates the 1655 Berger Lane public water system, located in 
Teton County, VVY, directing it to comply with the National Primary Drinking Water 
Regulations. The violations alleged in the Order include: failing to monitor for nitrate 
and failing to report certain violations to EPA.

Enclosed is an Administrative Order (Order) issued by the Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) under the authority of section 1414(g) of the Safe Drinking Water Act, 42 U.S.c. 
§ 300g-3(g). Among other things, the Order all eges that 1655 Berger Lane, LLC (the Company), 
as owner andlor operator of the 1655 Berger Lane publ ic water system (the System), has violated 
the National Primary Drinking Water Regulations at 40 C.F.R. part 141 (the Drinking Water 
Regulations). 

The Order is effective upon the date received. Please review the Order and within 10 days 
provide the EPA with any infonnation you believe the EPA may not have. 

If the Company complies with the Order, the EPA may close the Order without further action. 
Failure to comply with the Order may lead to substantial civi l penalties and/or a federal court 
injunction ordering compliance. 

The Small Business Regulatory Enforcement and Fairness Act (SBREFA) may apply to this 
s ituation. Enclosed is a small business infonnation sheet, outl ining compliance assi stance 
resources available to small businesses and small governments, in case these are re levant. 
SB REFA does not eliminate the responsibility to comply with the Order or the Drinking Water 
Regulations.

ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER ' I!. mr, RI EM 

1. This Order is issued under the authority vested in the Administrator of the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) by section 1414 of the Safe Drinking Water Act 
(the Act), 42 U.S.C. § 300g-3, as properly de legated to the undersigned officials. 

2. 1655 Berger Lane, LLC (Respondent) is a Wyoming corporation that owns and/or 
operates the 1655 Berger Lane Water System (the System), which provides piped water to the 
public in Teton County, Wyoming, for human consumption. 

3. The system is supplied by a groundwater source consisting of 1 well which provides 
water that is not treated. 

4. The system has approximately 1 service connect ion and/or regularly serves an average 
of approximately 33 individuals daily at least 6 months out of the year. Therefore, the System is 
a " public water system" as defined in § 1401(4) of the Act, 42 U.S.C. § 300f(4), and 40 C.F.R. 
§ 141.2. The System is also a " non-transient, non-community water system" as defined in 40 
C .F.R. § 141.2. 

5. Respondent is subject to the Act and the National Primary Drinking Water 
Regulations (drinking waler regulations) at 40 C.F.R. part 141. The drinking water regulations 
a re "applicable requirements" as defined in § 1414(i) of the Act, 42 U.S.c. § 300g-3(i). 

6. The drinking water regulations include monitoring requirements. EPA has sent 
Respondent annual notifications of the specific monitoring requirements that apply to the 
System. 

VIOLATIONS 

7. Respondent is required to monitor the System's water annually for nitrate. 40 C.F.R. 
§ 141.23(d). Respondent failed to monitor the System' s water for nitrate during 20 II , and, 
therefore, violated thi s requirement. 

8. Respondent is required to report any failure to comply with any Drinking Water 
Regulation to the EPA within 48 hours (except where the Drinking Water Regulations specify a 
different time period). 40 C.F.R. § 141 .3 I (b). Respondent failed to report the violation cited in 
paragraph 7, above, to the EPA and, therefore, violated this requirement.

ORDER 

Based on the above vio lations, Respondent is ordered to perform the following actions 
upon Respondent's receipt of this Order (unless a different deadline is specified below): 

9. Within 30 days after receipt of this Order, and as required by the Drinking Water 
Regulations thereafter, Respondent shall monitor the System' s water for nitrate. 40 C.F.R. 
§ 141.23. Respondent shall report analytical results to the EPA within the first 10 days following 
the month in which Respondent received sample results, as required by 40 C.F.R. § 141.3\(a). 
Respondent shall report any violation of the nitrate monitoring requirements to the EPA within 
48 hours of the violation occurring, as required by 40 C.F.R. § I 4J.3 I(b). 

10. Respondent shall report any violation of the Drinking Water Regulations to the EPA 
within 48 hours of the violation occurring, as requi red by 40 C.F.R. § I41.31(b). However, if a 
different time period for report ing is specified in this Order or the Drinking Water Regu lations, 
Respondent shall report within that different period. 

11. Respondent shall direct all reporting required by this Order to:

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

12. This Order shall not constitute a waiver, suspension, or modification of any 
requirement of the Act or drinking water regulat ions. Issuance o f this Order is not an election by 
EPA to forgo any civil or criminal action.
