INTRODUCTION 

1. This Administrative Compliance Order on Consent (AOe) is authorized by Congress in 
section 1423 of the Public Health Service Act, commonly known as the Safe Drinking Water Act (the 
Act), 42 U.S.C. § 300h-2. The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations authorized by the 
statute arc set out in part 144 of title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) and violations of the 
statute, permits or EPA regulations constitute violations of the Act. 

2. The undersigned EPA official has been properly delegated the authority to issue this AOC. 

3. EPA alleges that LT Campgrounds, LLC, d/b/a CusteriMount Rushmore KOA (Respondent), 
has violated the regulations and therefore the Act, as more fully explained below. 

FINI)INGS OF FACT ANI) ALLEGATIONS 

The following general allegations apply to all times relevant to this action and to each violation 
alleged in this AOC: 

4. Respondent is a corporation and therefore is a "person" as defined in the Act, and is subject 
to the requirements of the statute andlor regulations. 42 U.S.C. § 300f(12). 

5. Respondent owns and/or operates the facility known as Custer/Mount Rushmore KOA, 
located at 12021 US Highway 16, Custer, SO (fac ility). 

6. On July 7, 20 11 and May 18,2012, the EPA received Shallow Waste Disposal System/ Well 
Inventory Request Fonns from Custer/Mount Rushmore KOA. These fonns indicated that Respondent 
operates a septic system that has the physical capacity to treat sanitary waste fluids generated by more 
than 20 people per day. The submittals lacked certain infonnation that was required, as further 
described in Paragraph 11 . 

7. Based on the infonnation described above, Respondent owns and/or operates a Class V Large 
Capacity Septic System at the CusterlMount Rushmore KOA. 
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8. Respondent 's disposal system, as identified in paragraph 6 above, is classified as a "Class V 
Injection Well" as defined by 40 C .F.R. §§ 144.6, 144.81 , and 146.5. Respondent is subject to applicable 
requirements of 40 C.F.R. §§ 124, 144 and 146. 

9. Lying beneath Respondent' s disposal well is an underground source of drinking water 
(VSDW), including but not limited to, the Madison Aquifer. 

FINDINGS OF VIOLATION 

10. Respondent is in violation of: 

40 C.F .R. § 144.83 for failing to provide to the VIC Director complete basic " inventory 
information" concerning Respondent' s well. 

ORDER 

II. Based on the foregoing findings and pursuant to section 1423(c) of the Act, the EPA orders 
and the Respondent agrees as follows: 

(a) within thirty (30) calendar days of the effective date of thi s order, Respondent shall 
submit to EPA, in writing, responses to the fo llowing: 

1. The inventory form, dated May IS, 2012, indicated two septic systems. Is this 

correct? I f not, how many septic systems are located on your campground? Please 

provide the information that is requested below for all septic systems at your facility . 

2. Provide the number of tent sites, RV sites, cabins and their guest capacity. Calculate 

the daily maximum number of guests and employees at the campground. 

3. Estimate the number ofRVs that use the dump station, but do not stay at the 

campground. 

4. For the septic system(s), please provide information on: 

I. Average and maximum daily flow rates into the system(s). Please indicate the 

volume and rece iving septic system for each of the following areas: the 

office/store, guest camping sites, laundry facility, restrooms, bathhouses, pool, 

and potable water stations. 

II. The size and treatment capacity each of the systcm(s). 

5. Provide two years of septic system pumping records. 

6. The inventory form, dated May 15, 2012, indica tes that snow melt is a fluid that is 

disposed of in the septic system(s). Is the snow melt collected by a floor drain that is 

located in a garage or a catch basin located outside? If so, does either of these lead to 

the septic system? 
7. The campground map submitted with the inventory form dated July 7, 201 1, 

indicates there is a garage onsite. Is motor vehicle or equipment maintenance 
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perfonned in the garage? Are there any fl oor drains in the garage that connect to a 
septic system? I f so, please indicate which sept.ic system.

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

14. Failure by Respondent to comply with any of the tenns of this AOe shall constitute a breach 
of the AOe and may result in referral of the matter to the Department of Justice for enforcement of this 
AOe and for such other relief as may be appropriate. 

15. Nothing in this AOe shal l be construed as a waiver by the EPA or any other federal entity of 
its authority to seek costs or any appropriate penalty associated with any collection action instituted as a 
result of Respondent's failure to perfonn pursuant to the tenns of this AOe. 

16. Each undersigned representative of the Parties to this AOe certifies that he or she is 
fully authorized by the Party represented to bind the Party to the terms and conditions of this 
AOC and to execute and legally bind that Party to this AOC. 

17. Each Party shall bear its own costs and attorneys fees in connection wi th all issues associated 
with this AOC. 
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18. Respondent remains obligated to comply with all requirements of the Act and its 
implementing regulations. 

19. Respondent waives any and all claims for relief and otherwise available rights or remedies to 
judicial or administrative review which the Respondent may have with respect to any issue of fact or law 
set forth in this AOC, including, but not limited to, any right of judicial review of the AOC under the 
Administrat ive Procedure Act, S U.S.C. §§ 70 )-708. 

20. The effective date of this AOe is the date it is filed with the Region 8 Hearing Clerk after it 
is signed by EPA and Respondent.
