Agreement (“Agreement”) that will simultaneously commence and settle the above-captioned action.

Under the terms of this proposed Agreement, Respondent will pay a civil penalty of $15,000. This
proposed Agreement complies with all the requirements of EPA’s Expedited Settlement Pilot Program
for Industrial Non-filers. Once the proposed Agreement has been signed by you, the fully-executed
Agreement will be filed with the Regional Hearing Clerk and will become final 30 days after the date of
your signature.
