as alleg«i in the Form. This Agreernent does not affect the right
of the EPA or the United States to pursue appropriate injunctive
or other equitable relief or criminal sanctions for any violations

of law or to issue and administrative compliance order, e.g., for
any uncorrætai 'holations listed in the Form- Nothing in this
Agreement shall relieve Respondents of the duty to comply
'*ith the Act and any regulations, order, or permit issued
pursuant to the Act

Prior to requesting that an EPA Regional Judicial Officer issue
the Final Order. the EPA will provide public notice of this
Agreement and a reasonable opportunity for the public to
comment on it. EPA %åll address any comments on the
Agecrnent in accordance '*ith Section 309(g)(4) of the Act, 33
U.s.c. S and 40 C.F.R. S 22.45.
