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I. .JURISJ)JCTION 

I. This Administrative Settlement Agreement ("Settlement Agreement") is entered 

into pursuant to the authority vested in the Administrator of the U.S. Environmental Protection 

Agency ("EPA") by Section I 22(h)( I) of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, 

Compensation, and Liabil ity Act of 1980, as amended ("CERCLA"), 42 U.S.C. § 9622(h)(I), 

which authority has been delegated to the Regional Administrators of the EPA by EPA 

Delegation No. 14-14-D and further delegated, through a series of intennediatc delegations, to 

the undersigned representat ives of EPA. This Settlement Agreement is also entered into 

pursuant to the authority of the Attorney General of the United States to compromise and seule 

claims of the United States. 



2. This Settlement Agreement is made and entered into by Davis County ("Sett ling 

Party") and EPA. Scttling Party consents to and will not contest the authority of the United 

States to enter into this Settlement Agreement or to implement or enforce its terms. 

II. BACKGRO UND 

3. This Sett lement Agreement concerns the BountifullWoods Cross Sth South PCE 

Plume Site ("Site") located in Bountiful , West Bounti fu l, and Woods Cross, Utah. EPA alleges 

that the Site is a racility as defined by Section 101(9) orCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 960 1(9). 

4. In response to the release or threatened release of hazardous substances at or from 

the Site, EPA undertook response actions at the Site pursuant to Sect ion 104 of CERCLA, 42 

U.S.C. § 9604, and will undertake additional response actions in the future. 

S. EPA's studies at the Site have detennined that a tetrachloroethylene (PCE)~ 

contaminated groundwater plume (PCE Plume), from past dry cleaning operations at 344 South 

500 West in Bountiful, extends from the source west under the Holly Refinery property to 

beyond 1100 West Street in West Bountiful and then under Settling Party's property. The PCE 

Plume is designated as Operable Unit 2 ("OU 2") at the Site. 

6. In September 2007 EPA issued, with Utah Department of Environmental Quality 

(UDEQ) concurrence, the Record of Decision fo r the cleanup of OU2. The cleanup plan 

included a groundwater extraction and treatment system that proposed placing extraction we ll s 

west of 1100 West Street in West Bountiful and 2 extraction wells and the treatment buildings 

on Holly Refinery properly. 

7. In performing response actions at the Site, EPA has incurred response costs and 

will incur additional response costs in the futurc. 
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8. EPA allcges that Settling Party is a rcsponsible party pursuant to Section 107(a) 

o fCERCLA , 42 U.S.C. § 9607(a), and is jointly and severally liable for response costs incurred 

and to be incurred at the Site. 

9. EPA and Settling Party recognize that this Settlement Agreement has been 

negotiated in good faith and that this Settlement Agreement is entered into without the 

admission or adjudication of any issue of fact or law. Thc actions undertaken by Settling Party 

in accordance with this Settlement Agreement do not const itute an admission of any liability by 

Settling Party. Settling Party does n01 admit, and retains the right to controvert in any 

subsequent proceedings, other than proceedings to implement OT enforce this Settlement 

Agreement, the validi ty of the facts or allegations contained in this Sect ion. 

III . PARTIES BOUND 

10. This Sett lement Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of EPA 

and the Settling Party and its respective successors and ass igns. Any change in ownership or 

corporate or other legal status of Sett ling Party, including, but not limited to any transfer of 

assets or real or personal property, shall in no way alter Settling Party's responsibilities under 

this Settlement Agreement. Each signatory to thi s Settlement Agreement certifies that he or she 

is authorized to enter into the terms and conditions of this Settlement Agreement and to bind 

legally the Parties represented by him or her. 

IV. STATEMENT OF PURI'OSE 

11. By entering into this Settlement Agreement, the mutual objective of the Parties is 

to avoid dimcult and prolonged litigation by allowing Settling Party to provide EPA and UDEQ 

long tenn access for construction, operation, and maintenance of the peE plumc pump and treat 

infrastructure and to resolve its alleged civil liability under Sections 106 and 107ofCERCLA, 
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42 U.S.C. §§ 9606 and 9607, with regard to the Site, as provided in the Covenant Not to Sue by 

EPA in Section VIII, subject to the Reservations of Rights by EPA in Sect ion IX. 

V. ()EFINITIONS 

12. Unless otherwise expressly provided herein, tenns used in thi s Settlement 

Agreement which are defined in CERCLA or in regulations promulgated under CERCLA shall 

have the meaning assigned to them in CERCLA or in such regulations. Whenever tenns listed 

below are used in thi s Settlement Agreement or in any appendix attached hereto, the fo llowing 

definitions shall apply: 

a. "CERCLA" shall mean the Comprehensive Environmental Response, 

Compensat ion, and Liability Act of 1980, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 9601 , el seq. 

b. "Day" shall mean a ca lendar day. In comput ing any period of time under 

thi s Settlement Agreement, where the last day would fall on a Saturday, Sunday. or federal 

holiday. the period shall run until the close of business of the next working day. 

c. "Effective Date" shall mean the effective date of this Settlement 

Agreement as provided by Sect ion XVIII. 

d. "EPA" shall mean the United States Environmental Protection Agency 

and any successor departments. agencies. or instrumental ities of the United States. 

e. "Paragraph" shall mean a portion of this Settlement Agreement identified 

by an Arabic numeral or a lower case letter. 

f. " Parties" shall mean EPA and the Settling Party. 

g. "Property" shall mean that portion of the Sile that is owned by Sett ling 

Party. The Property is located approximately at 35 North 1100 West in West Bountiful. Davis 

County as shown in Appendix A. 
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h. "RCRA" shall mean the Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. 

§§ 6901, et seq. (also known as the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act). 

1. "Section" shall mean a portion of this Settlement Agreement identified by 

a Roman numeral. 

j. "Sett lement Agreement" shall mean this Administrative Settlement 

Agreement and any attached appendices. In the event of conflict between this Settlement 

Agreement and any appendix, the Settlement Agreement shall control. 

k. "Settling Party" shall mcan Davis County. 

I. "Site" sha ll mean the BountifulfWoods Cross 5th South peE Plume 

Superfund site, encompassing approximately 400 acres, located at approximately 750 S to 300 N, 

and from 500 West to 1400 West in Bountiful, West Bountiful, and Woods Cross, Davis 

County. Utah, including, without limitation, the full est extent of the peE groundwater plume on 

and off the Property. 

ITI. "UDEQ" shall mean the Utah Department of Environmental Quality and 

any successor departments, agencies, or instrumentali ties of the State of Utah. 

n. "United States" shall mean the United States of America, including its 

departments, agencies, and instrumentalities. 

VI. ACCESS 

13. Settling Party understands that components of the remedy for au 2 of the Site 

will require const ruction, operation, and maintenance ofOU 2 remedy features including 

extract ion wells and pipe li ne on the Property for over 60 years. The Parties have agreed to the 

initial placement of those remedy features as shown on the map and survey in Appendix A. 

Commencing upon the effecti ve date of thi s Sett lement Agreement , Settling Party agrees to 
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provide EPA and UDEQ, and their representat ives and contractors unlimited access to the 

I)roperty. 

14. Environmental Covenant 

a. Settling Party agrees to execute and reco rd in the Recorder's Office of Davis 

County, State of Utah , an environmental covenant, pursuant to the provisions of Section 57-25-

101 et seq. , Utah Code Ann. that provides EPA and UDEQ access as set out above in Paragraph 

13 , and contains the following activity and use restriction: 

I. Settling Party agrees to refrain from using the Property in any manner that 
would interfere with or adversely affect the implementation, integrity, or 
protectiveness of the response actions performed or to be perfonned at the 
Site. 

b. Sett li ng Party shall, within 45 days of entry of this Settlement Agreement, submit 

to EPA and UDEQ for review and approval with respect to the Property: 

I. a draft environmental covenant, in substantiall y the form attached hereto as 

Appendix B. 

c. Within 15 days of EPA's approval and acceptance of the environmental covenant. 

Settling Party shall execute the environmental covenant and provide the executed environmental 

covenant to the UDEQ. 

d. Sett ling Party shall assist EPA in obtaining the release or subordination of prior 

liens and encumbrances. 

e. Once signed by UDEQ. Settling Party shall . within 15 days of receipt of the fu ll y 

executed environmental covenant , record, in the Recorder's Office of Davis County, State of 

Utah. the fu lly executed environmental covenant. 

15. Within 30 days of recording the environmental covenant, Settling Party shall 
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provide EPA with a copy of the original recorded environmental covenant showing the clerk's 

recording stamps. 

16. Notwithstanding any provision of thi s Sett lement Agreement, the United States 

retains all of its access au thorities and rights, as well as all of its rights to req uire land/water use 

restrict ions, including enforcement authorities related thereto, under CERCLA, RCRA and any 

other app licable statute or regu lat ions. 

VII . FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH SETTLEMENT AG REEMENT 

17. In addition to any other remedies or sanctions available to the United States by 

virtue of Sen ling Party's failure to comply with the requirements of this Settlement Agreement, 

if Sett li ng Party fails or refuses to comply with any term or condition of this Settlement 

Agreement, it shall be subject to enforcement action pursuant to Section I 22(h)(3) o fCERCLA, 

42 U.S .C. § 9622(h)(3). If the United States brings an action to en force this Settlement 

Agreement, Settling Party shall reimburse the Uni ted States for all costs of such action, 

including but not limited to costs of attorney time. 

VIII . COVENANT NOT TO SUE BY EPA 

18. Except as specifically provided in Section IX (Reservations of Rights by EPA), 

EPA covenants not to sue or to take administ rati ve ac tion against Settling Party pursuant to 

Sections 106 and 107(a) ofCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 9606 and 9607(a), with regard to the 

Property. With respect to present and future liabi lity, thi s covenant shall take effect upon the 

Effective Date. This covenant not to sue is conditioned upon the satisfactory performance by 

Settling Party of its obligations under this Sett lement Agreement. This covenant not to sue 

extends onl y to Senling Party and does not extend to any other person. 
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IX. RESERVATIONS OF RIG HTS BY EPA 

19. EPA reserves, and this Settlement Agreement is without prejudice to, all right s 

against Settling Party with respect to all matlers not expressly included within the Covenant Not 

to Sue by EPA in Paragraph 18. Notwithstanding any other provision of thi s Settlement 

Agreement, EPA reserves all rights against Settling Party with respect to: 

a. liability for fai lure ofSeniing Party to meet a requirement of thi s 

Seulement Agreement; 

b. criminal liability; 

c. liability for damages for injury to, destruction of, o r loss of natural 

resources, and for the costs of any natural resource damage assessments; 

d. liability, based upon Settling Party 's ownership or operation of the Site, o r 

upon Sett li ng Party's transportation, treatment, storage, or di sposal, o r the arrangement for the 

transportation, treatment , storage. or di sposal , of a hazardous substance or a so lid waste at or in 

connection with the Site, after signature of this Settlement Agreement by Settling Party; and 

c. liability arising from the past, present , o r future di sposal , release or threat 

of release of a hazardous substance, pollutant , or contaminant ou tside of the Site. 

20. Nothing in thi s Settlement Agreement is intended to be nor shall it be construed as 

a release, covenant not to sue, or compromise of any claim or ca.use of action, administrati ve or 

j ud icial, civil or crimina l, past o r future, in law or in equity, which EPA may have against any 

person, firm , corporat ion or other entity not a signatory to Ihis Settlcment Agreement. 
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X. COVENANT NOT TO SUE BY SETTLING PARTY 

21. Settling Party agrees not to assert any claims or causes of action against the 

Uni ted States, or its contractors or employees, with respect to the Site or this Settlement 

Agreement, including but not limited to: 

a. any direct or indirect claim for reimbursement from the EPA Hazardous 

Substancc Superfund establi shed by 26 U.S.C. § 9507, based on Sections 106(b)(2), 107, III , 

112, or 113 afCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 9606(b)(2), 9607, 9611, 9612, or 9613, or any other 

provision of law; 

b. any claim arising out of response actions at or in connection with the Site, 

including any claim under the United States Constitution, the State Constitution, the Tucker Act, 

28 U.S,c. § 1491 , the Equal Access to Justice Act, 28 U.S.C. § 24 12, as amended, or at common 

law; or 

c. any claim against the United States pursuant to Sections 107 and 113 of 

CERCLA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 9607 and 9613 , relating to the Site. 

Except as provided in Paragraph 23 (Waiver of Claims) and Paragraph 26 (Waiver of Claim­

Splitting Defenses), these covenants not to sue shall not app ly in the event the United States 

brings a cause of action or issues an order pursuant to the reservations set forth in Paragraph 

19(c) - (e), but only to the extent that Settling Party's claims ari se from the same response act ion 

or response costs that the Uni ted States is seeking pursuant to the applicable reservation. 

22. Nothing in thi s Settlement Agreement shall be deemed to constitute approval or 

preauthori zation ofa claim within the meaning of Section I II ofCERCLA. 42 U.S.C. § 9611 , 

or 40 C.F.R. 300.700(d). 
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23. Settling Party agrees not to assert any claims or causes of action that they may 

have for all matters relat ing to the Site, including for contribution, against any other person. 

This waiver shall not apply with respect to any defense, claim, or cause of action that Settling 

Party may have against any person if such person asserts a claim or cause of act ion relating to 

the Site against such Sett ling Party. 

XI. EFFECT OF SETTLEME T/CONTRlBVTION PROTECTION 

24. Except as provided in Paragraph 23, nothing in thi s Sett lement Agreement shall 

be construed to create any rights in, or grant any cause of action to, any person not a party to 

this Settlement Agreement. EPA reserves any and all rights (incl uding, but not limited to , any 

right to contribution), defenses, claims, demands, and causes of act ion that it may have with 

respect to any matter, transaction, or occurrence relating in any way to the Site against any 

person not a party hereto. Nothing in this Settlement Agreement diminishes the right of the 

United States, pursuant to Section 113(1)(2) and (3) orCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 9613(1)(2)-(3), to 

pursue any such persons to obtain additional response costs or response action and to enter into 

sett lements that give rise to contribution protection pursuant to Section 113(f)(2). 

25. The Parties agree that this Selliement Agreement constitutes an administrative 

settlement ror purposes or Section 113(1)(2) or CERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 9613(1)(2), and that 

Sellling Party is entitled, as of the effective date of this Sett lement Agreement, to protection 

from contribution actions or claims as provided by Sections I 13(f)(2) and 122(h)(4) of 

CERCLA,42 U.S.C. §§ 96 13(1)(2) and 9622(h)( 4), ror ·'matters add ressed" in this Settlement 

Agreement. The "matters addressed" in this Settlement Agreement are all response actions 

taken or to be taken and all response costs incurred or to be incurred, at or in connection with 

the Property, by the United States or any other person. The "matters addressed" in this 
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Sett lement Agreement do not include those response costs or response actions as to which EPA 

has reserved its rights under this Sett lement Agreement (except for claims fo r fai lure to comply 

with this Settlement Agreement), in the event that EPA asserts rights against Sett ling Party 

coming within the scope of such reservations. In the event that Sett ling Party's waiver of 

claims becomes inapplicable in accordance with Paragraph 23, the Parties further agree that this 

Sett lement Agreement constitutes an administrative settlement pursuant to which Sett ling Party 

has resolved its liability to the United States, as of the Effective Date, for purposes of Section 

113(1)(3)(8) ofCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 9613(1)(3)(8 ), fo r "matters addressed" as defined above. 

26. In any subsequent administrati ve or judicial proceeding ini tiated by the United 

States fo r injunctive relief, recovery of response cost's, or other rel ief relating to the Site, 

Settling Party shall not assert, and may not maintain, any defense or claim based upon the 

principles of waiver, resjudicala, collateral estoppel, issue preclusion, claim-splitting, or other 

defenses based upon any contention that the claims raised by the United States in the 

subsequent proceeding were or should have been addressed in this Settlement Agreement; 

provided, however, that nothi ng in this Paragraph affects the enforceability of the Covenant Not 

to Sue by EPA set forth in Section VIII. 

XII. ACCESS TO INFORMATION 

27. Sett li ng Party shall provide to EPA, upon request, copies of all records, reports, or 

infonnation (hereinafter referred to as "records") within its possession or control or that of its 

contractors or agen ts relating to act ivi ties at the Site or to the implementation of this Sett lement 

Agreement, including, but not limited to, sampling, ana lys is, chain of custody records, 

mani fests, trucking logs, receipts, reports, sample traffic routing, correspondence, or other 

documents or infonnation related to the Site. 
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28. Confident ial Business Infonnation and Privileged Documents. 

a. Settling Party may assert business confidentiality claims covering part or 

all of the records submitted to EPA under this Sett lement Agreement to the extent pennitted by 

and in accordance with Section 104(e)(7) ofCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 9604(e)(7), and 40 C.F.R. 

2.203(b). Records determined to be confidential by EPA wi ll be accorded the protection 

specified in 40 C.F.R. Part 2, Subpart B. If no claim of confidentiality accompanies records 

when they are submitted to EPA, or if EPA has notified Settling Party that the records are not 

confident ial under the standards of Section 104(e)(7) ofCERCLA or 40 C.F.R. Part 2 Subpart S , 

the public may be given access to such records without further notice to Settling Party. 

b. Settling Party may assert that certain records are privileged under the 

attorney-client privilege or any other privilege recognized by federal law. !fSettling Party 

asserts such a privilege in lieu of provid ing records, it shall provide EPA with the following: I) 

the title of the record; 2) the date of the record; 3) the name, title, afliliation (e.g. , company or 

finn), and address of the author of the record; 4) the name and title of each addressee and 

recipient; 5) a description of the subject of the record; and 6) the privilege asserted. If a claim of 

privilege applies only to a portion ofa record, the record shall be provided to EPA in redacted 

foml to mask the privileged portion only. Settling Party shall retain all records that it claims to 

be privi leged until EPA has had a reasonable opportunity to di spute the privilege claim and any 

such dispute has been resolved in Settli ng Party's favor. However, no records created or 

generated pursuant to the requirements of this or any other settlement with EPA pertaining to the 

Site shall be withheld on the grounds that they are privileged. 

29. No claim of confidentiality shall be made with respect to any data, including but 

not limited to, all sampling, analytical , monitoring, hydrogeologic, scientific, chemical , or 
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engineering data, or any other documents or information evidencing conditions at or around the 

Site. 

XIII. RETENTION OF RECORDS 

30. Unti l 10 years after the effective date of mis Sett lement Agreement, Settli ng Party 

shall preserve and retain all records now in its possess ion or control, or which come into its 

possession or control, that relate in any manner to response actions taken at the Site or to the 

liability of any person for response actions or response costs at or in connection with the Site, 

regardless of any corporate retention policy to the contrary_ 

31. After the conclusion of the document retention period in the preceding Paragraph, 

Sett li ng Party shall notify EPA at least 90 days prior to the destruction of any such records, and, 

upon request by EPA, Sett ling Party shall deliver any such records to EPA. Settling Party may 

assert that certain records are privileged under the attorney-client privilege or any other 

privilege recognized by federal law. If Settling Party asserts such a priv ilege, it shall provide 

EPA with the following : I) the tit le of the record; 2) the date of the record; 3) the name, title, 

a ffili ation (e.g., company or firm ), and address of the author of the record; 4) the name and tit le 

orcach addressee and rec ipient; 5) a description of the subject of the record; and 6) the privilege 

asserted. If a claim of pri vilege applies onl y to a portion of a record, the record wi ll be provided 

to EPA in redacted fonn to mask the priv ileged portion only. Settling Party shall retain all 

records that it claims to be privileged until EPA has had a reasonable opportunity to dispute the 

privi lege claim and any such dispute has been resolved in Settling Party 's favor. However, no 

records created or generated pursuant to the requirements of this or any other settlement with 

the EPA pertaining to the Site shaH be withheld on the grounds that they are privileged. 
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XIV. CE RTIFICATION 

32. Settling Party hereby certifies that, to the best o f its knowledge and belief, after 

thorough inqui ry, it has not altered, mutilated, d iscarded , destroyed or othe rwise disposed o f 

allY reco rds, repo rts, or in formation relating to its potential li ability regarding the Site since 

notification of potential li abi lity by the United States or the State of Utah o r the filing of a suit 

against it regarding the Site and that it has fully complied with any and all EPA requests for 

documents or information regarding the Site and Settling Party' s financial circumstances 

pursuant to Sections 104(e) and I 22(e) ofCERCLA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 9604(e) and 9622(e), or 

Section 3007 of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6927. 

XV. NOTICES AND SUBMISSIONS 

33. Whenever, under the terms of thi s Settlement Agreement, noti ce is required to be 

given or a document is required to be sent by one Party to another, it shall be directed to the 

individuals at the addresses specified below, un less those individuals or their successors g ive 

notice of a change to the other Parties in writing. Written notice as spec ified herein shall 

constitute complete satisfaction of any written not ice requirement of this Sett lement Agreement 

with respect to EPA and Sett ling Party.

In accordance 

with Section I 22(i)(3) ofCERCLA, the United States may modi fy or withdraw its consent to 
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this Settlement Ab'TCemcnt if comments received disclose facts or considerations which indicate 

that this Settlemcnt Agrecment is inappropriate, improper, or inadequate. 

XVIII . EFFECTIVE DATE 

36. The effective date of this Settlement Agreement shall be the date upon which 

EPA issues written notice that the public comment period pursuant to Paragraph 35 has closed 

and that comments received, if any, do not require modification of or withdrawal by the United 

States from this Settlement Agreement.

ENVIRONME 'TAL COVENANT 

This Environmental Covenant is entered into by Davis County ("Owner"), the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA"), and the Utah Department of Envi ronmental 
Quali ty C'DEQ"), (collectively "Parties") pursuant to Utah Code Ann. §§ 57-25-10 I et seq. 
(HAct") and conccms the Property described in Paragraph 8.2 below. The EPA and DEQ each 
enter this Environmental Covenant in their capacity as an Agency as defined in the Act. The 
EPA and DEQ assume no affinnat ivc obligations through the execution of this Environmental 
Covenant. 



A. Environmental Response Project 

I. EPA's studies at the Bountiful/Woods Cross 5th South PCE Plume Site ("Site") 
located in Bountiful, West Bountiful , and Woods Cross, Utah have detennined that a 
tetrachloroethylene (PCE)-contaminated b'Toundwater plume (PCE Plume), from past dry 
cleaning operations at 344 South 500 West in Bountiful, extends from the source west under the 
Holly Refinery property to beyond 1100 West Street in West Bountiful and then under Owner's 
property at approximately 35 North 1100 West, West Bountiful , Utah. The PCE Plume is 
designated as Operable Unit 2 ("OU 2") at the Site. 

2. In September 2007 EPA issued, with DEQ concurrence, the Record of Decision 
fo r the cleanup ofOU2. The cleanup plan included a groundwater extraction and treatment 
system that proposed placing extraction wells west of 1100 West Street in West Bountiful and 2 
extraction wells and the treatment buildings on Holly Refinery property. The pipeline from the 
extraction well to the treatment building will cross the Owner's property. 

3. Records regardi ng the Site arc available at the Davis County Library, South 
Branch, 725 South Main Street, Bountiful, Utah 84010 (801-295-8732) and the EPA Superfund 
Record Ccnter, 1595 Wynkoop Street, Dcnver, Colorado 80202 ( 1-800-277-89 17, Ext. 6473). 

B. Covenant 

Now therefore, the Parties agree to the fo llowing: 

1. Environmental Covenant. This instrument is an environmental covenant 
developed and executed pursuant to the Act. 

2. Property. This Environmcntal Covenant concerns two tracts of real property, 
designated as Lots 10 & 12 owned by Davis County, located at approximately 35 North 1100 
West , West Bountiful, Utah, in Davis County, Utah, and more particularly described as: 

Lot 10 being known as Parcel 10 Number 06-034-0070 and Lot 12 being known as Parcel 10 
Number 06-034-007 1 being combined and more particularly described as: 

Beginning at a point which is S 0°01 '04" W 1094.28 feet along the Section Line and 
West 1075.46 feet from the East 1/4 Corner of Section 23-T2N-R I W, SLM ; & Running thence 
South 155.10 feet; thence N 89°44 '43" E 798.82 feet along the existing fence line; thence North 
151.55 feet along fence on west side of Street; thence West 798.81 fcct to point of beginning. 
ConI. 2.812 acres. 

(Lot 10 & Lot 12 are hereinafter together referred to as the '·Property"). 
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3. Owner. Davis County, a poli ti cal subdivision of the State of Utah, whose offices 
are located at28 East State Street, Farmington, Utah 84025, is the owner of the Property in fee 
simple. Consistent with Paragraph 87 of this Environmental Covenant, the obligations oflhe 
Owner arc imposed on assigns, successors in interest, including without limitation future owners 
of an interest in fee simple, mortgagees, lenders, casement holders, lessees, and the like 
("Transferee"). 

4. Holder. Owner, whose address is listed above, is the Holder of this 
Environmenta l Covenant. 

5. Agency. DEQ and EPA are each an "Agency", as defined in Section 57-25-
102(2) of the Utah Act, in regards to this Environmental Covenant. EPA and DEQ may be 
referred to herein collecti vely as the "Agencies". 

6. Activity and Use Limi tations. As part oflhe Environmental Response Project 
described above, the Owner hereby imposes and agrees to implement, administer, and maintain 
the foll owing activity and use limitations. In the event the Owner conveys or transfers an 
interest in the Property or any portion thereof to another party, the Owner shall take necessary 
measures to ensure that the Transferee will implement, administer, and maintain the following 
acti vity and use limitations: 

The Property will not be used in any manner that would interfere wi th or adversely affect 
the implementation, integrity, or protectiveness of the response actions perfonlled or to 
be perfonned at the Site. 

7. Running with the Land. This Environmental Covenant shall be binding upon the 
Owner and any Transferee during that person's period of control, occupation, or ownership 
interest, and shall run with the land, pursuant to the Act and subject to amendment or temlinatioll 
as set forth herein. 

8. Compliance Enforcement. This Environmental Covenant may be enforced 
pursuant to the Act. Failure to timely enforce compliance with this Environmental Covenant or 
the acti vity and use limitations contained herein by any party shaH not bar subsequent 
enforcement by such party, and shaH not be deemed a waiver of the party's right to take action to 
enforce any non-compliance. Nothing in this Environmental Covenant shaH restrict the DEQ or 
EPA from exercising any authority under applicable law. 

9. Rights of Access. Owner hereby grants to the Agencies, their agents, contractors, 
and employees the right of access to the Property for inspection, implementation, or enforcement 
of this Environmental Covenant and for construction, operation and maintenance of the

Environmental Response Project described above. 

10. Compliance Reporting. Upon request, Owner or any Transferee or Holder shall 
submit written documentation to the DEQ and EPA verifying that the activity and use limitations 
remain in place and are bcing followed. 

11. Notice lIDOn Conveyance. Each instrument hereafter conveying any interest in the 
Property or any portion of the Property shall be substantially in the following fonn:
