1. Section 3L1(j) of the Cleun Water Act (CWA), 33 U.S.C. § 1321(j), provides for the
regulation of onshore facilities to prevent or contain discharges of oil, Section 311(j) of the
CWA, 33 US.C. § 1321(), provides in pant (hat the President shall issue regulations
“establishing procedures, methods, and equipment and other requirements for equipment o
prevent discharges of oil and hazardous substances from vessels and from onshore facilities and
offshore facilities, and to contnin such discharges.”

2. To implement Section 311()), 33 U.S.C. § 1321(j). EPA promulgsted regulutions 1o
prevent oil pollution, These regulations, codified at 40 C.F.R, Part 112, set forth the
requirements for the preparation and implementation of Spill Prevention Control and
Countermeasure Plans (“SPCC Plans™).

3. .More specifically, under the authority of Section 311(j) of the CWA, 33 US.C. § 1321()
40 C.F.R. Part [ 12 cstablishes procedures, methods and equipment and other requirements (o
prevent the dischurge of oil from non-trunsportation-refated onshore facilities into or upon rhe
navigable waters of the United States or adjoining shorelines.
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
