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ALLEGED CIVIL VIOLATION - DOCKET NO. CWA-04-2011-3025

1. Dodge City Travel Center, Respondent, is a corporation with a place of business located at 426
Alabama Highway 69 South, Hanceville, Alabama. The respondent is a person within the meaning of
Scetion 311{a)7) of the Clean Water Act, 33 US.C. § 1321(a)7) (Act).

2. Respondent is the owner of an onshore facility within the mesning of Section 31 H{a)(10) of the Act,
33VS.C. § 132110}, which was located af or near 426 Alabama Highway 69 South, Cullman,
Cuflman County, Alabama ("faciity™).

3. Section 31 H{B)X(3) of the Act prohibits the discharge of oil into or upon the navigable waters of the
United States or adjoining shorelings in such quantities that have been determined may be harmiul to the
public heglth or welfare or environment of the United States.

4. For purposes of Section 31 1{b)3) and (b)(4) of the Act, 33 UB.C. § I32HB)(3) and (h)(4),
discharges of oil indo or upon the navigable waters of the United States in such guantities that have been
determined may be harmiul to the public health, welfare or environment of the United States are defined
in 40 C.F R, § 1103 to include discharges of oil that (1} violate applicable water quality standards,

{2y cause # film or a sheen upon or discoloration of the surface of the water or adjoining sharelines or,
(3} cause a sludge ar emulsion to he deposited beneath the surface of the water or upon the adioining
shorelines.

5. On Apnil 9, 2011, Respondent discharged an estimated 400 gallons of oil as defined m Section
311X 1) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1321(a)X1), from its facility into or upon Marriott Creek, which flows
into Mulberry Fork of the Wartior River, and adjeining shorelines.

6. Marriott Creek, which flows into the Mulberry Fork of the Warrior River is ¢ “navigable water of the
United States”, as defined in Section 502(7) of the Act, 33 US.C. § 1362(7), and 40 CF.R. § 110.1, and
is subject 1o the jurisdiction of Section 311 of the Act.

7. Respondent’s April 9, 2011, discharge of oil from its facility caused a sheen upon or discoloration of
the surface or the adjoining shorsline of Marriott Creek, or caused a shudge or emwlsion to be deposited
beneath the surface, and therefore, was in a quantity that has been determined may be harmful under
40CFR §1103

8. Respondent's April 9, 2011, discharge of vil from its facility inte or upon Marrioft Creek and
adjoining shorelines in a quantity that has been determined may be harmful under 40 CFR. § 1103
violated Section 31 1(b}(3) of the Act. Pursuant to Section 311{bYOX B of the Act,

and 40 C.F.R. § 19.4, the Respondent is liable for civil penalties of up o $16,000 per violation, upto a
maximum of $37,500.
