EPA. 

6. Respondent agrees to keep the Class V Motor Vehicle Waste Disposal weI! at issue 

permanently closed. 

7. Due to Respondent's timely compliance and in consideration of the statutory penalty 

factors at 42 U.S.C § 300h-2(c)(4)(B), the EPA agrees to settie thi s action withoutthc 

assessment ofa civil penalty. 

8. Nothing in this Consent Agreement shall relieve Rcspondcllt of the duty to comply with 

the SDWA and its implementing regulations. 

9. The undersigned representative of the Respondent certifies that he or she is fully 

autho ri zed to enter into the tcrms and conditions of this Consent Agreement and to bind 

Respondent to the terms and condi tions of this Consent Agreement. 

10. The parties agree to submit this Consent Agreement to the Regional Judicial Otlicer with 

a request that it be incorporated into a final order. 

11. Each party shall bear its own costs and attorney fees in conncction with this matter. 

12. Respondent waives any and all claims for relief. and otherwise available rights to judicial 

or administrative review or other remedies which the Respondent may have, with respect 

to any issue of fact or law or any tenns and conditions set forth in this Consent 

Agreement, including any right of judicial review under the Administrative Procedure 

Act, 5 U.s.C. §§ 701-708.
