EXPEDITED SETTILEMENT AGREEMENT 

1. THis Expedited Consent Agreement is lntered into by the Director of the Land and 
Chemical~ Division, U.S. Environmental Protbction Agency, Region III ("Complainant" or 
"EPA" ori

1

"Agency") and Edward C. Andrews\dlb/a EA Construction and General Contracting 
(hereinaftrr "Respondent"), pursuant to Sectiops 16(a) and 409 ofthe Toxic Substances Control 
Act ("TSC::A"), 15 U.S.C. §§ 2615(a) and 2689, the federal regulations set forth at 40 C.P.R. 
Part 745, Subpart E, and the Consolidated Rul~s of Practice Governing the Administrative 
Assessmeht of Civil Penalties and the Revocation, Termination or Suspension ofPermits 
("Consolitlated Rules of Practice"), 40 C.P.R. Part 22 (with specific reference to 40 C.P.R. 
§§ 22.13(~) and 22.18(b)(2) and (3)). I 

2. EJA finds that Respondent was subjecJ, to the "Renovation, Repair and Painting" 
("RRP") ~ule set forth at 40 C.P.R. Part 745, ~ubpart E, promulgated under Section 402(c) and 
406(b) ofjfSCA, 15 U.S.C. §§ 2682(c) and 2686(b) during a "renovation" as defined by 40

C.P.R.§ ~45.83, of"target housing" as defineq at Section 401(17) ofTSCA, 15 U.S.C. 
§ 2681 ( 171~, and 40 C.P.R. § 7 45.223, at 2962 Lovell Street, Broomall, P A 19008. 

3. E~A finds that Respondent failed to coLply with the RRP Rule at 2962 Lovell Ave., 
Broomall,IPA ~y failing to: a.) obtain, f~om thb ?wner, a wri~t~n acknowledgement that th~ 
owner has

received the pamphlet or obtam a cdlrt1ficate of mruhng at least seven (7) days pnor to 
the renovation (as required by 40 C.P.R. § 745.84(a)(1)); b.) perform recordkeeping and 
reporting tequirements (as required by 40 C.P.R § 745.86); and c.) obtain EPA certification (as 
required by 40 C.P.R.§ 745.81). In violating the RRP rule, Respondent violated sections 15 and 
409 ofTS~A, 15 U.S.C. §§ 2614 and 2689, antl40 C.P.R.§ 745.87(a).

4. F;or purposes of this proceeding, Resp

1

ondent admits the jurisdictional allegations set forth 
in this E~pedited Consent Agreement and the attached Final Order, (hereinafter "this 

I Agreement").

5. Except as provided in Paragraph 4 of this Agreement, for purposes of this proceeding, 
Respondbnt neither admits nor denies the factual allegations and legal conclusions set forth in 
this Exp~dited Consent Agreement. l

6. ~espondent agrees not to contest the j isdiction of EPA with respect to the execution of 
this Agr~ement, the issuance of the attached 1inal Order, or the enforcement of this Agreement. 

7. Fbr purposes ofthis proceeding only, Respondent hereby expressly waives any right to 
contest aby issue of law or fact set forth in thik Agreement and any right to appeal the attached 
Final Order.

8. Rrspondent consents to the issuance of this Agreement and agrees to comply with its 
terms and conditions.

9. E~ch Party to this Agreement shall bear its own costs and attorney's fees. 

10. sLtion 16(a) ofTSCA, 15 u.s.c. § 2L5(a), as amended by the Debt Collection 
improven)ent Act of 1996,31 U.S.C. § 3701, ~d 40 C.F.R. Part 19, authorizes assessment of a 
civil penalty of up to $37,500 per day, per violation, for violations occurring on or after January 
13,2009.\ 

11. rle parties enter into this Agreement in order to settle the civil violations alleged above. 
Pursuant to TSCA and the Consolidated Rules\ofPractice, based on the nature ofthe violations, 
and other 'relevant factors, EPA has determine@ an appropriate civil penalty to settle this action is 
$4,000. I

12. R~spondent agrees that within 30 days pfthe ~ffective date of this Agreement (the date it 
is filed wi~h the Regional Hearing Clerk), Respondent shall submit a check with the case name, 
address and docket number of this Agreement ~TSCA-03-2013-0097), for the amount specified 
above, payable to "United States Treasury," U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Fines and 
Penalties, 'Fincinnati Finance Center, P.O. BoJ 979077, St. Louis, MO 63197-9000. Copies of 
the check ~hall be sent simultaneously Russell

Swan, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, 
Region III\ (Mail Code 3RC50), 1650 Arch StrJet, Philadelphia, PA 19103, and Ms. Lydia Guy, 
Regional Bearing Clerk, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Region III (Mail Code 3RCOO), 
1650 ArcH Street, Philadelphia, PA 19103-2029. 

13. Re~pondent certifies, subject to civil anb criminal penalties for making a false statement 
to the U.sJ Government, that it has corrected all violations and is in full compliance with the 
RRP rule ihcluding, obtaining renovator and/or\ firm certification and training.

14. THis Agreement settles EPA's civil penalty claims against Respondent for the violations 
specified ~hove. EPA does not waive its right Ito take enforcement action against Respondent for 
any other past, present, or future violations of the RRP Rule, TSCA or any other federal statute 
or regulation.

15. Ndthing in this Agreement is intended to, nor shall be construed to operate in any way to 
resolve, ahy criminal liability of Respondent, bd nothing in this Agreement shall be construed 
to limit EPA's authority to undertake any actidp against Respondent in response to conditions 
that may ,resent an imminent and substantial rdangerment. 

16. If Respondent does not sign and return \this Agreement within 20 days of the date of its 
receipt, th~s proposed ~greement i.s wi~hdr~wn wi.thout prej.udice to EPA's ability to file any 
other enforcement action for the viOlatiOns mdentlfied herem.
