Action: The EPA is providing notice of the opportunity to comment on a proposed expedited
settlement agreemeiit. The agréement relates to alleged violations of a Clean Water Act (CWA)
storm watcr permit at the Logan High School construction site in Logan, Utah which is being
constructed by Hughes General Contractors, Inc. (Hughes). The corporate address of Hughes is
900 N. Redwood Rd. North Salt Lake, Utah. '

Summary: The EPA is authorized by section 309(g) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(g)(2), to
issue an order assessirig a civil administrative penalty for violations of certain CWA '
requirements, after providing (1) an-opportunity for the personto be assessed the penalty
(Respondent) to request a hearing to contest the pena]ty and {2) notification to the public of its
rights to submit written comments and to participate in any hearing. The deadline for the public.
to submit comments is forty (40) days after issuance of this notice.

The EPA and. Hughes have agreed to ¢nter into an expedited settlement agreement to resolve the
EPA’s claims that Hughes violated the requirements listed below. Hughes has agreed to pay a
civil penalty of $15,000.00 to resolve its civil penalty liability for these claims. Pursuant to
section 309(g)(4) of the CWA, 33 U. S.C. § 131 9(g)(4), the EPA hereby notifics the public of the
oppottunity to comment on this proposed penalty assessment.
