Waters of the United States include both surf~lce waters and wetl,U1ds as defined by 40 C.F.R. § 122.2 
and 33 C.F.R. * 328.3. 

Specitically. Respondents and/or persons acting on Respondents' behalf discharged dredged or fill 
material into waters of the United States without authori7..ation under the CW A. These discharges of 
pollutants into the Gallatin River occurred on property owned. controlled and/or operated by Gallatin 
County. located in 36. Township 2 North, Range 2 East. Logan, Gallatin County, Montana (the Sitc).

I. STATUTORY AUTHORITY 

This Findings of Vio lation and Admin istrative Order for Compl iance (Order) is issued pursuant 

to the cluthority vested in the Administrator of the United States Environmental Protection Agency 

(EPA) byscctions 308 and 309(a) of the Clean Water Act (CWA). 33 U.S.c. ** 1318 and 1319(a). This 

author ity has been properly dclt!gatcd to the Assistant RcgionaJ Administmtor urthe Office of 

Enforcement. Compliance and Environmental Justice. EPA Region 8. The On.h!f is based on tilt,; 

follow ing findings of violation of'scc tion 301(a) ofthl.! CWA. 33 U.S.c. * 1311(a). which. among other 

things. prohibits the discharge of poilu tan Is into waters orthe Uni ted States except us in compliul1ce 

with section 404 or the CWA. 33 U.S.c. * 1344. 

II. FINDINGS OF VIOLATION 

1. Respondent American Legion of Montana (American Legion). a veterans organization. 

is a corporation under the laws of Montana having a principal office address of P.O. Box 6075. I felena. 

Montana 59604. The American Legion's registered agent and registered office for Montana is Gary 

White. at 1900 Williams Street. Helena. MOlHana 59604. 



2. Respondent Urbani Fisheries. LLC (Urbani) . is a Montana limited liability corporation 

having i1 principal ollicc address of 198 Northstar Lane. Rozeman. Montana 59718. Urbani's registered 

agent and registered office for Montantl is Joseph Urbani. at 198 Northstar Lane. Bozcman. Montana 

59718. 

3. At all relevant times. Gallatin County owned. control led and/or operalt..:d property locat~d 

in Section 36. Township 2 North . Range 2 East. Logan. Gallatin County. Momana (the Sitc). The 

Gallatin River traverses the Site. 

4. The Gallatin River is a tributary to the Missouri River. From the Site. the Gallatin Riwr 

nows approximately 7 river miles to the Missouri River. The Missouri River is. <Ind was at all relevant 

times. a navigable. interstate water. 

5. Sometime in early 2011 . Respondent American Legion contacled Respondent Urbani to 

conduct a fisheries enhancement projeci on the Gallat in River althe Site. 

6. On April I. 2011. Urbani submitted. on behulfof'the American Legion. a Joint 

Application for Proposed Work in Strl!ams. Lakes. and Wetlands in Montana to the United Statl:S Army 

Corps of Engineers (Corps) for Ihe fisheries cnhancl:t1lcnt project at the Sit~. The lisheries enlmncement 

project proposed to excavate three long pools. create point bars with the excavated gravel and cobble. 

and place fifteen large boulders within 1.000 linear feel of the Gallatin River aI the Site. The Corps 

assigned file # NWO-20 11-72I-MTII to this permit application. 

7. On May 5. 2011. the Corps: Montana Fish. Wildlife. and Parks (MTFWP): Montana 

Departlllent of' Environmental Quality (MTDEQ): and RespondclH Urbani hcld a mecting at the Site to 

discuss the project design of permit upplication # NWO-2011-72I-MTII. The Corps advised Urbnni thm 

the project as proposed would not qualify for a Nationwide Permit and would require authorization 

through the Individual Pennit process because the design was not restoration or enhanccment. but 

instead involved excessive river manipulation. Furthermore. MTDEQ advised Urbani that the State 
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would likely deny 401 Certification for the project as designed. The agencies also had major concerns 

with the project since the design would likely increase the potent ial for downstr~am flooding due to its 

close proximity to the Town of Logan' s flood protection dike and the area 's history of flooding and ice 

damming. During this onsite meeting. Urbani agre~d to withdraw permit application II NWO-2011-721-

MTII. 

8. In a follow-up phone conversation with the Corps on May 11.20 II. Mr. Bud Lilly. 

acting on beha! r or the American Legion. acknowledged the concerns that the Corps. MTFWP. nnd 

MTDEQ had with the proposed design and rciwrated the withdrawnl of permit applicmion # NWO-

2011 -721-MTH. Furtherlllor~ . Mr. Lil ly st<l1<..'d that the project would be rl.;-dcsigned and submitl~d to 

the Corps at a later date to address the concerns and meet the project purpose. 

9. On or about September 23. 201 1. Respondents and/or persons acting on Respondents ' 

behalf constructed the fisheries enhancement project at the Site as proposed in permit appl ication 

# NWO-20 11-721 -MTII. Respondents' act ivities at the Site were perfo rmed on 1110st i r not all or 

Gallatin County's rrop~rty without its permission or knowledge. 

10. On September 29.2011. the Corps. MTDEQ. and MTFWP conducted an inspection at 

the Site in response to a complaint received by MTFWP of work being conducted in the Gallatin River 

at the Site. The Corps found. and EPA through issuance of th is Order finds. that Respondents and/or 

persons acting on their behal I' discharged dredged or fill material into the Gallatin River during 

construction of the fisheries enhancement project at the Sile. The fisheries enhancement project was 

constructed as proposed in permit application # NWO-2011-72I-MTI-1. 

11. In a letter to Respondents dated October I I. 2011. lht.! Corps found. and the EPA through 

issuance of this Order finds. that Respondents' activities. as described in paragraphs 6. 9. and 10 of this 

Order. required prior authorization from the Corps and that the required authorization had not been 

granted. in violation of section .t.0~ or the CWA. Furthcrmor~. the Corps directed Respondents to 
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provide it with specific information about the unmllhorizcd fisheries enhancement project that was 

constructed at the Site. 

12. In a letter to the Corps dated Octoher 27.2011. Respondents pr()\ided information on the 

fisheries enhancement project thai was const ructed at the Site and admitted to constructing the project 

without an authorized CW A Section 404 permit from the Corps. 

13. On December 7. 2011. the Corps referred the case to the EPA for enforcement. 

14. The activities described in paragraphs 6. 9. and 10 of this Order were pl.!rformed using 

common eanhmoving vf,!hicJcs and equipment. all of which were operated by Respondents and/or by a 

person acting on Respondents' behalf.

27. Activities to be carried out under this Order are remedial. not punitive. and are necessary 

to achicve the CWA's objective ··to restore and maintain the chemical. physical. and biological integrity 

or the Nation's waters:' as specified in section 101(a) of the CWA. 33 U.S.C. § 1251(a). The removal 

and restoration described in paragraph 26 of this Order arc appropriate to alleviate actual and potential 

harm to watcr quality, aquatic habitat. fJnd wildlife habitat caused by Rcspondents' unauthorized 

activities.
