ORDER ON MOTION FOR EXTENSION 
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The United States Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA" or "Agency"), Region 2 
("Complainant"), initiated this proceeding on October 4, 2012, by filing a Complaint and Notice 
of Opportunity for Hearing ("Complaint") against PZ Painting ("Respondent"). The Complaint 
alleges in two counts that Respondent violated Section 409 ofTSCA, 15 U.S.C. § 2689, by 
failing to comply with the regulatory requirements found at 40 C.F.R. Part 745, Subpart E. 
Through counsel, Respondent filed an Answer to Complaint and Request for a Formal & 
Informal Hearing ("Answer") on November 9, 2012. 

By Prehearing Order dated January 3, 2013, the undersigned established deadlines for a 
number of prehearing procedures, including the filing of a status report regarding the status of 
settlement negotiations between the parties and a prehearing exchange of information. On 
January 31, 2013, Complainant timely filed a Status Report and Motion for Extension 
("Motion"). Therein, Complainant relates that the parties met for a settlement conference on 
December 6, 2012, and have since reached a settlement. Motion at 1. Complainant further 
relates that its counsel "expects to send a Consent Agreement to Respondent for signature in the 
very near future." !d. However, because of the likelihood that Complainant will be unable to file 
a fully-executed Consent Agreement by the deadline set forth in the Prehearing Order for 
Complainant's Initial Prehearing Exchange, Complainant requests a 30-day extension of the 
filing deadline for that document, as well as the other deadlines established by the Prehearing 
Order. !d. Finally, Complainant represents that Respondent is in agreement with the Motion. 

This proceeding is governed by the Consolidated Rules of Practice Governing the 
Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties and the Revocation/Termination or Suspension of 
Permits, 40 C.F.R. §§ 22.1-22.45 ("Rules ofPractice"). Section 22.7(b) ofthe Rules ofPractice 
authorizes the undersigned to grant extensions of time for filing any document "upon timely 
motion of a party to the proceeding, for good cause shown, and after consideration of prejudice to 
other parties." 40 C.F.R. § 22.7(b). 

For good cause shown, Complainant's Motion is hereby GRANTED. Accordingly, the 



filing deadlines for the parties' prehearing exchange are hereby extended, as follows: 

March 25, 2013 

April 15, 2013 

April 29, 2013
