The Complainant shall fil e a status report regarding such conference 
and the status of settlement on or before January 25, 2010. 

fn the event the parties have failed to reach a settlement by that date, they sha ll strictly 
comply with the requirements of this Order and prepare for a hearing. In connection therewith, 
on or before Febru arjr ll , 20 I 0, the parties shal l file a Joint Set of Stipulated Facts, Exhib its, 
and Testimony. The time allotted for the hearing is limited. Therefore, the parties must make a 
good f<1ith cCfort to sti pulate, as much as possible, to matte.rs which cannot reasonably be 
contested so that the hearing can be concise and focused solely on those matters which can only 
be resolved arter a heari ng. 

All pre-hearing motions, such as motions to amend and motions in limine, must be fi led 
on or ·before Februa ry 18, 20 tO . 

The parties may, if they wish, fi le prchcaring briefs . The dead! inc f(> r (i Ii ng such briefs is · 
Friday, April I, 20 I 0. J\ copy o f the bri efs should be faxed and/or hand-delivered to the 
undcrs·igned by that date. The Complainant's b1:ief should specifically state each count of the 
Complai nt, and each claim therein, which arc to be tried at the hearing and indicate which 
counts/claims are not. The Respondent's brieC should identi fy each or the defenses the 
Respondent in tends to pursue at the hearing. 

The Hearing in this matter will be held beginning promptly at 9:30a.m. on Tuesday, 
AQ ril13, 2010, in Scottsda le, Arizona, continuing as necessary on Apri l14-IG, 2010. The
