Further, the compliance
date for the Respondent to show cause is being extended
appropriately below.

On July 14, 1993,-Compiainant filed a motien for default
order and supporting documentation. The basis for the motion for

default order ig that the Respondent failed to file its

prehearing exchange on July 7, 1993, ' as required by the Ordex
Setting Prehearing Procedures. Respondent did not asubmit any
reply to the motion for default order within the time permitted
under Section 22.17(a) of the EPA Rules of Practice, 40 C.F.R.
22.17(a) .

In light of the above, Respondent is ordered to show cause
on or bhefore September 30, 1994, as to why Respondent failed to
file its Prehearing Exchange by the July 7, 1993 deadline, and as
to why the Complainant’s motion for default order should not he
granted.
