ORDER INITIATING ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE 
RESOLUTION PROCESS AND APPOINTING NEUTRAL 

Pursua'nt to !be request of the part ies, Judge Spencer T. N issen, is hereby des ignated as 
a neu tral to initia te and conduct such processes as may facilitate a settlemen t of th is proceeding. 

The following procedures shall apply: 

I . The Alternative Dispute Reso lu tion (/\DR) process will be conducted in a confiden ti al 
manner. The Judge who serves as the neutral wi ll not disclose to anyone the contents of any of the 
parties' ADR communicati ons. 

2 . For the ADR process to be eflecti ve, the persons communicating with the neutral must 
either have authority to commi t his or her side to a settlement, or have ready access to someone with 
such authori ty. 

3 . U nless terminated earlier at the request of either p arty, the ADR process shall 
automaticall y terminate on December 28,2009. An extension of up to 60 days may be granted by 
the undersigned up0n request of the ADR neutral, but in no event shall ADR continue for longer than 
4months. At that time, if no settlement has been reached, the case will be remanded to the li tigati on 
Judge to proceed with the litigation process in an exped ited manner. · 

4. A party requesting termination of thi s process shall so advise the assigned neutral Judge 
either ora lly or in writing. The neutra l Judge shall fon vard the request to the Chief Administrative 
Law Judge. The dispute reso lution process initated by this Order shall terminate upon order oftbe 
C:hie f /\clministrative Law Judge. 



5. At the termination of the ADR process, the parties will be sent a questionnaire to elicit 
their views and the experience \·Vith the process. The contents of individual questionnai res wi ll be 
kept confidential and will be made available to the neutrals and others only in a composite format.
