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As most of you already know, Lake Mead RV Village is committed to protecting our environment.  Most of you, our guests, have helped us with this task and we thank you.  The following is a list of some of the things we do to help protect the environment.  Our thought is this list will help remind and encourage you to help.   It is your environment too.

· We voluntarily committed to become ISO 14001-2004 registered.  This in an internationally recognized standard for environmental protection.  Few companies have made this type of commitment.

· We were also accepted for membership into the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s Performance Track Program.  To join, we had to make long-term commitments to reduce energy and water use.

· When we replace or purchase new equipment or appliances, we make sure that the item is Energy Star rated.

· When we replace or add new lighting, we only use low energy types.

· When possible, we use motion sensors and photocells to turn on and off lights.

· All the cleaning supplies we use are very environmentally friendly.

· We use paper products made with at least 35% post consumer recycled material.  Post consumer means previously used materials.  This includes the paper towels, toilet paper, and all our office copy and printer paper.

· We return all empty printer cartridges for recycling.

· Many of the items we sell in our store are made with recycled materials or are environmentally friendly, such as “Shade grown coffee.”  We only sell RV holding tank chemical that is formaldehyde free.

· We strive to use items made with recycled materials.  All the brown picnic tables in the RV Park are made from old milk bottles

· We recycle paper, cardboard, plastic, and aluminum cans.  There is no one that takes glass, so we have a glass grinder.  The ground glass can be used when we mix concrete.

· We recycle scrap steel and metals.  This can include items such as stoves, awnings, and metal siding.  The item does not have to be completely metal.  Hot water heaters are an example.  A/C’s and refrigerators can be recycled IF they have had the Freon evacuated.  All evacuated units must be signed and include the technician’s EPA license number. 

· We recycle alkaline, lithium, and NiCad batteries.  Auto batteries from our vehicles are exchanged at the parts store.

· The only type of gas can we use are steel Type I containers.  When not in use, these cans and other flammables are stored in an approved Flammable Storage cabinet. 

· We use low flow water fixtures and drought resistant native plants to help save water.  We do not wash any of our vehicles on property.
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
