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Description of wildlife improvement projects to be implemented in 2005: 

3M – Menomonie owns over 500 acres at this location.  About 100 acres is dedicated to buildings and parking.  Another 300 + acres are dedicated to leased farmland.  But I believe there is a potential for developing habitat/conservation areas in the remaining acreage. This area would be mainly to the west of the plant buildings in a sloping wooded area that eventually borders a city park and Lake Menomin. Originally I believe 3M donated the land to the city or county that is now the park.  

Project Timeline(s):   

The timeline for development would depend on the site assessment by 3M Real Estate and WHC.  It would be our goal to perform this site assessment within the first year.  Based on this assessment, projects could be defined and a schedule established.  Wildlife habitat/land conservation was identified as an absolute performance commitment in a National Environmental Performance Track (NEPT) for the period 2005-2007.

Scope of employee / volunteer involvement: 

Our vision would be annual employee involvement in habitat development/land conservation project opportunities.  These types of team activities would foster teamwork and cooperation within our organization and support our overall Guiding Values.  In the past we have used the Beaver Creek Reserve in Eau Claire County for these team-building activities.  A location on site that would be convenient for department or work team activities would be beneficial.

Community Involvement: 

In 2004 3M donated $3,000 to support the Menomonie Public Schools Earth Day Challenge I.  This was primarily monetary support for supplies, transportation, and equipment for the day’s activities.  On Earth Day 2005, 3M community funds will again support the same activities on April 22. This year $ 5,000 was approved for this project.  Also this year Optical Systems Division will be supplying 40-50 volunteers as a team –building event to support these projects.  (See attachments)

Resources available and required – personnel and equipment

This depends on the environmental assessment, potential projects, etc.  The plant has a well –equipped building & grounds department that could likely support any habitat restoration project.  Department/site management that support specific work projects could supply personnel.
