	1.  Nonhazardous Solid Waste 
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	Total Solid Waste sent for offsite disposal is normalized by production of the site, processes change and the amount of nonhazardous waste recycled.

Recycle goal in Yr 2004: 65% of total solid waste generated 

	2.  Water Use Conservation
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	Total water usage is the combination of manufacture use, domestic use and utilities use. Each portion of the water usage is affected by different factors. Therefore, manufacture water use is normalized by production and process changes, domestic use is normalized by population of the site and utilities use is normalized by population and degree days (temperature changes) of the year.
Water conservation in Yr 2004: 2% reduction

Total of 27.37 Mgal reduction from Yr 2004 to 2006.


	3.  Hazardous Waste Reduction

	4.  Energy Conservation 
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	Total energy use includes manufacture use and utilities use. Manufacturing energy use is normalized by manufacture floor space and production level of the site, and utilities use is normalized by degree days (weather) of the year
