Reclassification of Barometric Oil Hazardous Waste

Arizona Chemical Company requests review and approval for reclassification of the Barometric Oil waste stream to Sylvablend SF75. Arizona Chemical has compiled a regulatory determination review document to provided justification for reclassification of the Barometric Oil stream. The regulatory review was conducted based on a process developed by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality and supplemented with United States Environmental Protection guidance documents. The facility generates approximately 4.5 million lbs per year of Barometric Oil. Sylvablend SF75 will be marketed as a commercial fuel and/or “cutter stock”. 
Arizona Chemical discussed the review activities with Penny Gaynor and Lornette Harvey during the 2005 annual RCRA inspection of the facility. The inspectors were provided an overview of the generation process and the end use of the new product.
