· Off-road equipment for port authority operations includes all cargo-handling equipment, including:  rubber tire gantry cranes, yard hustler/handlers, forklifts, and pick-up trucks.  A list of this equipment will be provided at the EPA site visit scheduled 7/13/05.

· The table above identifies the corrections to the baselines in prior year reports.  Because of new technology and emission calculations, the normalizing factor should be adjusted.  The port authority has achieved its air quality goals of reducing NOx emissions by 25%. Although the vessel moves increase, through the use of the alternative fuels, the NOx emissions has shown a steady decrease over time.
