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	It’s a win-win for Marathon and area schools: watching the school grounds grow more attractive every year and letting children see firsthand that a big oil company truly does care about the environment.

On October 25, 15 MOC and MPC employees headed out for Van Buren Elementary School, as part of the annual “Trees For the Future” project. The project began back in 1998, with the company purchasing trees and shrubs for a local school and Findlay Office employees helping the children plant them. The project now satisfies the community outreach requirement for the Findlay Office Complex wildlife habitat certification. 

This year, students and employees planted five Bald Cypress, and one each of Swamp White Oak, Sycamore, Hackberry, Autumn Gold Ginkgo, Kentucky Coffee tree, Elm and Aristocrat Pear. The project involved both the Van Buren second grade and the fourth and fifth grade VANTAGE (gifted) classes. 

“The children spent October learning about different kinds of trees and leaves with their fellow classmates,” notes Deborah Krajicek (Administrative Services). “The students also participated in a poetry contest with four winners who read their poems during the assembly held on the day of the planting. Each class also wrote songs related to trees and then sang them during the assembly. Students presented us with a big thank you card and many smaller thank you cards that will be displayed in December in the Findlay Office.”
