The new Findlay Office Adopt-A-Park initiative got off to a good start on Saturday, November 4.  Volunteers picked up litter and did some pruning at the Blue Rock
Rock Nature Preserve, an 11-acre strip-mined area located off of Bank Street on the south side of Findlay which was returned to a natural state in 1980.

Another short activity is planned later in November, when the Parks Department plans to install some interpretive panels in addition to the sign that will note Marathon’s involvement.  A self-guided interpretive trail starts near the Findlay water tower parking lot.  
“Although we intend to make this a quarterly event, if anyone is interested in helping install the interpretive panels later in November, let me know,” says Don Snyder (Commercial Credit), who is coordinating Adopt-A-Park with Findlay’s Wild@Work team.  “In the long run, we may work on trail restoration or plantings. Overall, this is a great project for Findlay Office families who want to work together on a civic project, since there is no age restriction or specific training required, and it also may be used by departments who need to meet environmental goals.”
