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Recycling Recap
During 2005, the Findlay Office Complex (FOC) significantly increased recycling by approximately 216,209 pounds of non-hazardous trash.  General office items specifically tracked for recycling include:

· Newspaper - 14,248 lbs (22% increase)
· Cardboard - 39,622 lbs (69% increase)
· Paper - 361,354 lbs  (40% increase)
· Plastic Bottles - 2,268 lbs (17% increase)
· Aluminum Cans - 675 lbs (19% increase)
· Batteries - 1,400 lbs (20% increase)
· Electrical Equipment - 31,790 lbs (65% increase)
· Toner Cartridges - 7,950 lbs (8% increase)
The FOC achieved this initiative by emphasizing the benefits of recycling in safety letters, safety meetings and through a partnership with the Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA) National Environmental Performance Track (NEPT).  The FOC was accepted into NEPT during 2005 with a stated commitment of decreasing the annual amount of non-hazardous trash sent to a landfill.  Our 2005 accomplishments have already positioned the FOC ahead of schedule to achieve this commitment.  In addition, during 2005 Administrative Services began tracking scrap metal recycling, totaling 16,763 pounds of metal waste.  

As a reminder, plastic and aluminum recycling containers have been placed in major conference rooms, all coffee bars and in the Burgundy room.  Employees should not store empty beverage cans in your individual work areas, since these containers do attract gnats and various other insects.  Paper recycling bins are placed in individual work areas and all copy rooms.  Newspapers and magazines recycling stations are located in all mail posts throughout the office complex and in the 1-Marathon Freight Elevator lobby.  

Used Battery Collection
Dry cell batteries used in pagers and radios can be disposed of in the designated collection containers located in 1-Marathon Freight Elevator lobby, 2-Marathon Break Room, Room 7002 and the Marketing Building Main Lobby. Please do not discard batteries in the office trash receptacles or send them through intracompany mail.  If a battery appears to be leaking or the casing is damaged, please contact Building Maintenance at extension 2293 for proper disposal.

Ink Jet Cartridges and Cell Phone Recycling
Please don't forget a new recycling initiative for used small ink jet cartridges and obsolete cell phones.  The Findlay Office ink jet cartridge and cell phone recycling program is available for all building occupants to recycle used ink jet cartridges found in the office or home.  The program utilizes a pre-addressed, postage paid envelope to recycle one cell phone with no accessories or an inkjet cartridge via the mail.  Recycling envelopes have been placed at the following recycling stations:

· 1st floor Marathon Building service elevator entrance

· 2nd floor Marathon Building break room 

· 1st floor Marketing Building main lobby

· Room 7002 (dry cell batteries only)

Please note, the above program does not modify or replace the established copier ink cartridge recycling process.  Used copier cartridges will continue to be forwarded to Room 1658 or placed in the nearest available mail slot for pick-up.
