Commitment 3:  We have worked with our R&D Chemists to reformulate some of our phenol-formaldehyde resins to use our captured process-contaminated water instead of fresh groundwater.  This process-contaminated water is generated from filter cleanings, storm water captured in containment areas, tank truck washouts, etc.  Our baseline use of groundwater in 2003 was 4,376,630 gallons compared to 4,011,605 gallons in 2007.  This reduction of 361,411 gallons, normalized to pounds of resin produced, was started in August of 2007 when the formulations were changed.
